AVID Mission Statement:

AVID's mission is to close the achievement gap by preparing all students for college readiness and success in a global society.
Course Description:
AVID (Advancement Via Individual Determination) is an elective course is designed to prepare, in a rigorous academic context, its students for entrance into four year colleges, while giving students a support system in the AVID class through tutorials, coaching in note-taking, organization and study skills, analytical writing, collaborative work, college counseling, placement exams preparation, research, and more. Students will engage in lessons that teach the specific skills of WICR (Writing, Inquiry, Collaboration, & Reading) as well as elements of the “LQ POP” (Preparedness, Organization, & Participation).  Students will also engage in college-bound lessons and activities, such as college research, test-prep, and much more!
Course Structure

The AVID 9 class follows the weekly structure of all AVID classes, with two days of teacher led curriculum per week, two days of tutorials, and one day allocated for additional curriculum instruction, guest speakers, visits to colleges, team building, or other college  prep activities.

(BINDER CHECKS(
· We will have binder checks every Friday.  Tutors will be responsible for grading them.  
· If you are absent on a Friday, make arrangements with a tutor to have your binder check done the very day that you return.  Each day after that, you will lose one letter grade!
(CORNELL NOTES(
· Cornell Notes are an essential part of the AVID Program. 
· The required amount of pages will vary throughout the school year, but you will show mastery by the end of the end by having 2 Cornell Notes for each core subject.
· Cornell Notes must be on 8 ½ x 11 college-ruled paper, Cornell note templates/print outs, or in a specific college-ruled spiral notebook assigned to each class.
(TUTORIALS(
Students will participate in collaborative tutorials twice a week (Tuesday and Thursday).  Both college and peer tutors will help to facilitate the learning of these collaborative study sessions.  

It will be expected that students complete their Tutorial Request Forms (TRFs) AT HOME on Monday and Wednesday nights. 

If you are ABSENT on a Tutorial day, you will need to choose from the list of acceptable Tutorial Make-Ups (see separate handout) and turn it into a tutor with the applicable week’s Binder Check form no later than one week after your missed tutorial.

Grade Checks are due every Fridays.  Students will complete self-regulatory and reflective activities with them, which will count towards their AVID grade
