p. 96 Bill of Rights/ Amendments 1-10
Amendment 1: Religious and Political Freedom
· freedom of speech, press (newspaper, media, etc.), religion

· right to assembly( gather, hold meetings, protest)

· right to petition the government
Amendment 2: Right to Bear Arms

-military protect the country/ citizens


- right to defend yourself by possessing a firearm legally

Amendment 3: Quartering Troops
· with the  homeowners consent, soldiers can stay in a house

Amendment 4: Search and Seizure
· right to privacy

· with probable cause and a search warrant, you may be searched

Amendment 5: Rights of Accused Persons
· Must have a presentment or indictment for a capital crime

· Can’t be tried twice for the same crime (double jeopardy)

· Cannot lose life, liberty or property

Amendment 6: Right to a speedy & public trial
· Trial will be in the county and state that the crime occurred

· Informed of the crime (Miranda Rights)

· Have the right to a lawyer

· Can’t be a witness against yourself

Amendment 7: Trial by jury in Civil cases
· Trial by jury

· All evidence must be presented to the jury

Amendment 8: Limits to Fines and Punishments
· No excessive bail or fines

· No cruel and unusual punishment (torture)

Amendment 9: Rights to people
· Can’t take away Constitution Rights

Amendment 10: Powers of States and People
· States have power to establish laws for their own state
