A Psalter 
is a volume containing the � HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Book_of_Psalms" \o "Book of Psalms" �Book of Psalms� and which often contains other devotional material. �Psalters were among the most popular types of illuminated manuscripts in the early middle ages. �Medieval Psalters often included a calendar, a litany of saints, songs from the Old and New Testament. �Many Psalters were lavishly illuminated with full-page miniatures as well as decorated initials.
