(migration: movement of people)

· (Taking notes to define what the Great Migration was, who it affected and facts.)
· Who: African Americans from the south to northern cities (Chicago, NYC, Philadelphia)
· When: 1917-1919

· What: tired of racism in the south

· Looking for better pay and living

· Wages- south 50 cents/ day, north $3

· Ford factory: $5/DAY

· Racism in the north:

· 17 year old swimming in Lake Michigan- black to white beach= stoned to death

· Racism is not just in the south but everywhere

· Race riots for 3 days in the summer of 1919 “summer of hate”

1918 Flu Epidemic (p. 395)

* Find the basic details- who, what, when, where, how?

· Who: affected ¼ of U.S., 30 million worldwide, 500,000 Americans died

· What: influenza virus

· How did all of the sudden appear?

· When: fall of 1918-1919

· Why: unsanitary living conditions

· Transportation: trains, buses, ships

· School: isolated at home

· Cities more affected than the country

· U.S. military 1/3 of our troops
· Church bells: ring for each death

· Ran out of coffins= not everyone got a funeral service
