11. 1790: While K. tries to go and gain control of Maui from Kahekili, Keoua kills his uncle Keawema’uhili on the Big Island.  Only K. and Keoua remain as Mo’i on Big Island
12. After killing his uncle, Keoua and his men are traveling to Ka’u, Kilauea erupts, Keoua loses 1/3 of his men.

13. 1791: Keoua is invited by K. to dedicate a new Heiau, is killed by one of K’s men and is sacrificed at the Heiau.  K. is now high chief/King (Mo’i) of the Big Island 
14. 1794: Kahekili dies, his sons Kalanikupule and Ka’eo fight over who will be Mo’i over Oahu, Maui, Molokai, and Lana’i.  Kaeo is killed  

15. K. decides to attack Kalanikupule on O’ahu

16. April 1795, battle of Nu’uanu.  K. is victorious.  He controls every island but Kauai

17. 1810: Kaumuali’i Chief of Kauai surrenders to K.

18. Kamehameha has successfully united all the islands
Major revision from Part I.  

A. Battles such as the battle in Lana’i or battle helped K. increase his skills and gain a reputation as a great warrior 
B. Before his death in 1782, Kalaniopu’u, K’s uncle, gives K. the war god Kukailimoku, this is not an insult, but considered a great honor.  It is the second highest rank for a chief
