In accordance with the district film/video policy, please review the following information regarding your student’s upcoming critical discussion in English 3 IB.  The film versions of Into the Wild, Othello, Grizzly Man (documentary), 127 Hours all rated R, will be shown in parts or entirety to the class for short periods of time over the next several weeks. Students will be challenged to identify and analyze differences in the film version of the work and to offer reasons or rationales for the director’s or screenwriter’s changes and omissions. Part of the new IB curriculum is to critique film based on its literary roots.
District policy:

Provision must be made for parent notification and consent where appropriate.

In R-rated films which are not professionally edited for normal television viewing, parents of student within the restricted age categories must be notified in advance of the title, purpose, and rating of the film..  They must be provided an opportunity to give or withhold consent for their son or daughter to view.  If consent is withheld, the student must be given an alternate assignment.

Importance of visual skills assignment:

· Viewing is part of a general multimodal literacy.
· Written text is often found in combination with still images, moving images and sound.
· As students become adept at the other literacy skills of reading, writing, listening and speaking, it is essential that they develop skills in understanding and interpreting the visual images used in conjunction with these skills.
· Considerations of visual analysis are featured as a specific part of the course in Part 4, where the study of topics such as graphic writing or film and literature are encouraged.
· Moving images in the form of film are frequently used as part of literature teaching. Students should be able to make critical comparative analysis between the film and its literary roots.
· Students should be made aware of the way images may be analyzed for form, content, and meaning in much the same way as a conventional written text.
· Film should complement the text.
