Spanish I and II – Black History Month assignment
Due dates:

2/19 – Periods 1 ,3 and 5
2/20 – Period 6

Rationale:  During Black History month, we as faculty are asked to connect our subjects to famous African American figures.  I have chosen Celia Cruz, the famous Afro-Cuban singer known as the “Queen of Salsa”.  Much of her music is based on rhythmic patterns that originated in Africa.  Students will research important facts about her life and music.

Procedure

1. Students will do Internet Research on Celia Cruz.  They will look for biographical information as well as information about her music. Relevant information should include:

Dates of birth and death

Birthplace

Early influences on her music

Characteristics of her music

Highlights of her career

Some of her more famous songs

2. Students will prepare a poster board display to report what they have learned.  The Display must include at least fifteen relevant facts based on the categories in #1.The display must include 5 – 7 pictures. These may be out of magazines, drawn, or downloaded from the Internet.

3. There is a possibility for extra credit on this assignment.

1) If the student chooses to do a power point instead of a posterboard with a minimum of eight slides and pictures he will receive an extra fifty percent.

4. Projects will be presented in class on the due date. The assignment will be worth a

Quiz grade.  If you have fulfilled all requirements you will receive full points. If not, I will take off fifteen percent for each component missing.

Projects not submitted by the due date will receive HALF CREDIT if submitted during the week.
