I.  Introduction:

Thesis statement addresses all parts of the prompt: 

· Very clearly state the external and internal conflict (i.e. use the words “external” and “internal conflict.”) For each, describe as being between two things or people. 

· Very clearly state the 3rd literary element and for what purpose it’s used.

· Very clearly state that the conflict and other literary element further or contribute to the theme—be prepared to explain the connection in your paper.


II. Body Paragraphs 







/30 points

a. Topic sentence that reiterates argument in thesis

b. Context is given before quotes/quotes are introduced

c. At least two direct quotes with citations

d. Quotes are embedded, not left “naked”

e. Follow each quote with at least two sentences of explanation and analysis.
V. Conclusion_________________________________________________/10 points 

a. Summarize the arguments you’ve made about external conflict, internal conflict, third literary element, and theme.
b. Reiterate the author’s message/theme.
c. Elaborate on your description of the theme.
VI. Overall___________________________________________________/10 points 

a. Typed, doubled-spaced in basic MLA format

b. Few to no errors in spelling, punctuation, grammar

c. “You” and “I” are not used

d. Present tense is used

VII. Other Guidelines

a. Cite evidence in chronological order (in the order presented in the book) in most cases

b. “Conflict” should be singular—don’t say the character faces many external conflicts—rather say something like “The character experiences considerable or a great deal of external conflict,” etc. 

c. Don’t say “this quote”—use “this passage” or “this line” or “here we see,” etc.

d. Periods follow the citations

e. Periods/Commas go inside quotation marks

f. Don’t use contractions (like I did in this sentence). In essays spell words out.
