Romeo:








The brightness of her cheek would shame those stars,
As daylight doth a lamp...

See, how she leans her cheek upon her hand!
O, that I were a glove upon that hand,
That I might touch that cheek!

1. What does this passage reveal about Romeo's desires?

Juliet:

What's in a name? that which we call a rose
By any other name would smell as sweet;

2. Why are Juliet's words significant?

Juliet: And the place death, considering who thou art,

     If any of my kinsmen find thee here.

Juliet: If they do see thee, they will murder thee.

Juliet: I would not for the world they saw thee here.
3. What does Juliet keep emphasizing?

4. Why might that be significant?

Juliet:

Dost thou love me? I know thou wilt say 'Ay,'
And I will take thy word: yet if thou swear'st,
Thou mayst prove false...

5. Why are Juliet's words significant?
Juliet:

Or if thou think'st I am too quickly won,
I'll frown and be perverse an say thee nay,
So thou wilt woo....

6. Why are Juliet's words significant?

Romeo: O, wilt thou leave me so unsatisfied?

Juliet: What satisfaction canst thou have to-night?
7. Why is this exchange significant?

Juliet:
My bounty is as boundless as the sea,
My love as deep; the more I give to thee,
The more I have, for both are infinite.

8. What does Juliet argue?

Friar Laurence:
...then here I hit it right,
Our Romeo hath not been in bed to-night.
Romeo:
That last is true; the sweeter rest was mine.
Friar Laurence:
God pardon sin! wast thou with Rosaline?


9. What does the Friar obviously know about Romeo?

Friar Laurence:

Holy Saint Francis, what a change is here!
Is Rosaline, whom thou didst love so dear,
So soon forsaken? young men's love then lies
Not truly in their hearts, but in their eyes.

10. The Friar is scolding Romeo. What does he say?

Friar Laurence:
These violent delights have violent ends
And in their triumph die, like fire and powder,
Which as they kiss consume...

Therefore love moderately....
