*Anti-Immigrant Hysteria: 

- Hysteria means: fear, dislike, resentment, pity, sympathy, sorrow, superiority, disgusted, hate
-Who: German- Americans, Austrian- Americans
-Why: Because Germany and Austria are enemies to the U.S. in the war
- How: speaks German or accent, clothing, name, physical features
-What happened? Lost jobs, stop teaching German in schools, tar and feather, change names of anything with German background, banned German music, German books banned, lynchings, flogged
    (spying)  (Unhappiness or resistance against a gov’t)
*Espionage and Sedition Acts:
-When: June 1917 Espionage and May 1918 Sedition
- What: an act to enforce war effort and support

- Who: anyone who opposes the war, the draft, journalists, Socialists, labor union leaders
- Why: $10,000 fine and up to 20 years in jail

- interfering with war effort, speaking out disloyally, profane and abusive language about the gov’t or war

-> Americans lost the right of their First Amendment: speech, press, assembly
