Book Club Creative Project Options

1. Board game: Create a board game based on your novel. Include characters, settings, events, symbols, etc. Make sure there is a clear objective to the game that somehow relates to your novel. Please provide clear directions.
2. Newspaper: Create a newspaper based on your novel. It should include at least five articles about important events/characters in the novel. In addition, the newspaper should include at least three “extra” sections, i.e. obituaries, advertisements, personal ads, comics, etc.

3. Mural: Create a four-foot mural based on your novel. Include characters, settings, events, symbols, motifs, meaningful images, meaningful words/phrases, etc. Write a one-page description of the group’s choices.

4. Movie Pitch: Create a movie pitch for the motion picture version of your novel. This should be your group’s OWN interpretation of the novel and should not be based on an existing motion picture. You must propose actors to play each part and provide written explanations of your choices. You should design costumes for each character and provide a visual of the costumes. Also, propose filming locations. Create a storyboard for the most important scene in the movie. Finally, create a billboard or movie trailer for marketing of the movie.
5. Talk show: In front of the class, your group will engage in a talk show based on the novel. A host and the main characters from the novel will be involved in the talk show. You must prepare questions and answers ahead of time and turn them in. In addition, group members must dress as their characters. Characters must also take questions from audience (classmates).

6. Drama: Choose the most important scene from the novel and dramatize it. You can shoot a film version of the scene or perform it in person in front of the class. You could even do it in the form of a puppet show. You must write a script or screenplay to turn in. You should include costumes and props in the dramatization of your scene.

7. Soundtrack: Create a soundtrack based on your novel. You can include songs written by established artists or write your own songs. The soundtrack must include at least eight songs along with a paragraph for each explaining the song’s significance/connection to the novel.
8. Propose your own project. Teacher approval mandatory.
