You are going to die some day (no really). Imagine what an obituary might say about your life. You should include the following information in your obituary when applicable: 

1. Projected age of death (You need to live until at least retirement)

2. (You can use the website: http://www.death-clock.org/ to figure your date of death.)

3. Time, date, place, and cause of death, anything unusual?

4. [image: image1.wmf]Residential area at time of death (What town did you die in?)

5. Previous residences from birth to death

6. Educational experience

7. Military experiences

8. Occupational experiences, accomplishments (Think hard!)

9. Community involvement

10. Volunteer work

11. Hobbies, interests, retirement activities...

12. Survivors (family)

13. Proceeded in death by whom?

14. Visitations, when and when, special services?

15. Memorial service, where and when, conducted by whom

16. Body disposition

17. Special requests for gifts

The obituary is NOT to be written as a list but as a narrative with paragraphs and sentences. You are to create a journalistic testimony to the fact that a life had been lived, and that life had counted for something of significance in its having been lived. 

Highlight those important aspects of your life. Be creative. Try to be optimistic about your future and your impact. 

Assume that you make it past the age of 60. Any age between 60 -110 is a good possibility. 

Create your obituary using a word processor; Times New Roman font, double spaced, 2 pages or more. 

Papers that show extra effort to discuss your life may get an A.
