Examples:

their – ownership, possessive, plural (use the word ‘heir’ to help you remember)
there – location, place (think ‘here’)

they’re – contraction, they are (plug it in to see if it is right)
your -  possession

you’re – contraction, you are

its – possession

it’s – contraction, it is
