Writing Assignment #3

IMAGERY is the use of words to recreate sensory experience. People often think imagery just refers to creating a visual picture for the reader, but imagery includes any experience with the senses. Use imagery rather than explanation to create your descriptions. Finally, include a visual (picture) which captures the essence of both descriptions.
