Night and Hotel Rwanda Comparison Essay

You have read Night, Elie Wiesel’s terrifying and moving account of his experiences during the Holocaust during World War II. You also viewed Hotel Rwanda, which dramatizes the 1994 conflict in Rwanda when almost one million people were killed in a systematic genocide. We have heard the phrase “never again,” yet again today we see evidence of human tragedies.

Your task is to compose an essay that argues how situations in Night and Hotel Rwanda are similar, despite occurring in different decades and on different continents. Conclude your essay by explaining what people should learn from and do about these genocides.

Be specific when referring to what happens in Night and Hotel Rwanda.
