1. Make 6 of the tables (as above).

2. Choose a "mate" (it may NOT be your same species but must be the opposite gender); fill out ONE table for your "mate." If you cannot find a "mate," see Mrs. Link.

3. Create FOUR offspring; make a table (as above) for each of four offspring in your notebook. Each of you will flip a coin to find out each trait for each of your offspring.

· For each of your pet's trait at a time, each of you need to make a coin with one of YOUR alleles (a letter) on one side of the coin and the other allele on the other side. DO THIS ONE TRAIT AT A TIME. 

· Each of you flips a coin to see which ALLELE you each donate to your offspring. For some traits you will NOT need to flip a coin because you both may have the SAME alleles or you are both PUREBRED for opposite traits.

· Onto each offspring chart (one for each offspring), record the GENOTYPE (one each of the alleles from each parent) for THAT trait.

· Continue this until you have found the alleles for one trait for ALL OFFSPRING.

· Repeat for each TRAIT for all offspring.

4. Make the FOUR offspring by tracing the template (using the generic offspring "shape") onto the appropriate colored paper. Each "parent" can take two offspring. Make sure you draw the traits, clearly and darkly onto the offspring. Paste the offspring into your notebook.
