Requirements:
1. Interview write-up to be turned in to Mrs. Nakachi.
2. Everyone has a speaking role

3. A host that is enthusiastic, entertaining, but appropriate

4. Each group has at least one expert for each Reconstruction topic (Topic 1,2,3,4)
5. Topic of the show is African-Americans living in America during Reconstruction

6. 3 parts with three very different guests (a family or group of people counts as one guest).  Please do not have 3 poor African-American sharecroppers!!!

7. Background information for each guest (Who are they?  What do they do?  Why are they here?  What problems are they facing?)

8. Guests should speak about how they feel regarding Reconstruction and/or their life now that the Civil War is over

9. Minimum 3 questions per guest.  Please do not ask “So how do you feel about Reconstruction?” or “How is life for you now?” or “What is your life like now?”  Be creative.  Questions should try to start a conversation with the guest.
10. Questions need to be relevant and appropriate.

11. Answers from guests are relevant, appropriate and not answered with “yes” or “no”
12. Only 1 note card/1 sides is allowed for guests , host may use 2 notecards.  Please make sure to maintain eye contact
13. Talk show needs to be creative yet realistic (e.g.  you could have a judge talk about the Plessy V. Ferguson case and have the person the person who sued confront the judge)

14. Speak in a clear, audible tone with appropriate eye contact

15. Creative name for interview show
16. Interview show covers minimum 4 out of 8 different Reconstruction topics
17. Official write-up form will be given when rough draft is completed.
