2.  Read the book and log your reading on your weekly reading logs.  You will have 6 weeks to read the book and complete your project.

3.  Choose from the following menu of book report projects: (25 points)
· Write the next chapter to the book you read.  Use the voice/tone of the author to continue the story. One page minimum.
· Retell the plot of your novel from the perspective of a different character in the novel.  Rewrite a key event of the novel.  Use the voice/tone of the author. One page minimum.
· Create a PowerPoint presentation that details the plot of the novel.  Briefly describe key events in the novel that drive the plot forward.  Email the presentation to me at pmc0110@lausd.net or save on a flash/USB drive to be turned in. Minimum 6 slides, not including the title slide.
· Create a poster that shows the plot of your novel through pictures.  You can use any art medium you choose—paint, color pencils, crayons, chalk, collage—but it must be your original work.  Attach a summary of the plot in one corner of your poster.

· Create a poster that depicts the main character(s) of your novel.  Your artwork needs to display the traits of your character.  You can use any art medium you choose—paint, color pencils, crayons, chalk, collage—but it must be your original work.  Attach a detailed description of the character(s) in one corner of your poster.

OR

· Create a poster that shows the main setting(s) of your novel. You can use any art medium you choose—paint, color pencils, crayons, chalk, collage—but it must be your original work.  Attach a description of the setting in one corner of your poster, which includes details about place and time.  Explain how the setting is important to the plot of your novel.

AND

All students need to create a flyer advertising the book you read. (25 pts)
Include:  Title, author, genre, number of pages, brief summary of the plot (without giving away the ending), and why you recommend this novel to others.  Include a picture/graphic.  This can be computer generated/clip art.  
The flyer should only be one 81/2" by 11" piece of paper.  No spiral notebook or 3 hole punch paper.  I will bind all your flyers into a book of recommendations for fiction books to be read by 7th grade students for both this year and years to come.

*** All written work must be taken through the writing process to make a final draft quality (typed or handwritten in cursive) draft.  Make sure your final draft is edited for spelling, punctuation, grammar, and sentence fluency.  ***
