2. Explain who finally passes the test of courage and honor and why.
3. Explain who finally fails the test of courage and honor and why.
4. Write down a quotation that uses figurative language from this play. Explain who said it and what it means. [Figurative language includes similes, metaphors, and personification]
5. Describe one example of dramatic irony in the play. [The audience knows something the character does not]

6. Describe one example of situational irony. [Always two parts—Example, The Puritans are supposed to be the great practitioners of goodness, but they commit the greatest abominations in killing their own.]

7. Describe two characters that are hypocrites in this play, and explain what makes each a hypocrite.

8. In a paragraph, describe John's and Elizabeth relationship in Act II and then again at the end of the play.  Explain how it is different and why.

9. What political situation motivated Arthur Miller to write The Crucible? [In other words, what was going on in the US when he wrote the play?]

10. What is the genre of The Crucible? (HINT: Think beyond “play” or “drama”; think “2 meanings” “a literal meaning and a hidden meaning”)
11. Describe the tone of this play? 

12. What is the climax of Act I? How about of Act IV? Explain the turning point or change that occurs in each.
13. What is the major conflict in this play? List an internal and an external conflict.
14. What is an example of a modern-day witch-hunt. Why?
15. Who is the protagonist of the play? Explain your answer.

16. Who are two people that want John to confess? Explain why.

17. Who is one dynamic character in this play? Explain your answer. [HINT: look up dynamic character]
18. What is the setting of this play? [Include Year, Place Name, Place Description (weather, buildings, geography), & Cultural Environment (At least 2 sentences about the Puritans beliefs)]
