English 3-4 A: First Quarter Outside Reading and SSR
Expectations:

· Read an English/European/World novel of literary merit of approximately 250 pages.

· Have your book by picked out and bring to class on ______________.

· Bring your book to class on SSR days (Monday and Friday).

· Do not choose any book you’ve read before.

· Commit to your book after the first week. 

· During SSR, have your book out and be ready to read when the bell rings, and read and sustain your reading quietly for the full time give (10-15 minutes). 

· Write a response in your Composition Book, choosing from the list of 50 different ways to respond to reading. 

· You should vary your responses; you can use some more than once, but try to mix them up and approach your reading from different angles. WHATEVER YOU DO, DON’T SUMMARIZE (e.g. “and then…after that” etc).

· There will be random, graded checks of your outside reading books—make sure to bring your book on the assigned reading days. 

· If you forget your book one day, you can use one of your out-of-class passes to go get your book or you can pick out something to read from my bookshelf, so you can still participate in SSR and write a response for that day.

· If you have an excused absence you may make up a DIRT day by reading at home for approximately 15 minutes and having a parent sign your response in your DIRT log indicating that they saw you reading. 
· You should be reading your book outside of the class time given for reading, but don’t forget to have it with you on SSR days

Note: One of my expectations of Accelerated students is that you make use of all class time. If you know you are someone who finishes quizzes and class assignments ahead of time, you should bring your outside reading book—or another book your reading—with you to class regularly so that you can dip into it in those situations. My expectation when you have any downtime is that you make reading or starting on homework for this class your priority.
