He prepares for the coming offensive (big attack) by methodically planning out the route the ambulances in his command will take.


Frederic is scared that e may die in the war; his anxiety is made manifest (the reader can see the symptoms) in his drinking, his woman-chasing, and in his precise and methodical thinking.





Frederic is wounded. He heals in the hospital.


He falls in love with Catherine.


The two make a baby.








Frederic returns to the war.


Frederic is trapped in an enormous retreat; another one of his ambulance drivers is killed.
