Philosophy:  The Realidades program is based on the belief that the purpose of learning Spanish is to communicate with the people who speak it and to understand their cultures.  It is designed to help your student achieve that goal by getting him/her to communicate right away.  The program introduces vocabulary and grammar and continually recycles them at ever-increasing levels of complexity.  As students progress from year to year they should be able to communicate with greater ease and to express themselves more fully in Spanish.  Because vocabulary and grammar are continually recycled, re-taught and practiced, your student will have ample opportunity to improve his/her skills, but he/she must do his/her part by studying and practicing at home.  The program presents vocabulary and grammar in logical, step-by-step way.  Daily attendance is extremely important since partner work is an essential element to success.   

Expectations:  The student is expected to understand spoken and written Spanish and to be able to write and speak in Spanish in order to give and get information from others in real-life situations.  The student is expected to participate actively in every lesson, every day, especially when practicing communication, thoroughly re-read any notes taken in class that day, study vocabulary until it is completely memorized, and review conversational patterns practiced in class until he/she can produce them on his/her own in conversation.  The student is expected to come to class prepared to learn with an open mind about the culture of countries in which Spanish is spoken; be respectful of all people and their property at all times; not to bring any food, drinks, or gum into the classroom; remain seated from bell to bell; be on time; and bring textbook, paper and pen/pencil to class.  Your student is expected to return his/her textbook in the same condition in which, it was issued (with normal wear).  If the book is lost or damaged, the student will be expected to pay for all or part of the replacement cost of the book.

There is a listening section taken from the daily listening exercises, a multiple choice section in which the student is expected to demonstrate comprehension of the vocabulary and to pick a grammatically correct answer from among 4 choices; and a T/F section on the culture.

Late Work Policy:  No late work is accepted unless the student is absent or student comes in at break!!  
Make-up Work Policy:  Make-up work can be done by appointment with the teacher at break or after school by appointment.  If your student was told in advance of a quiz, test or assignment he/she will be expected to turn it in/take it the day he/she returns from an absence.  It is the student’s responsibility to request what he/she missed the day he/she returns and will have 2 days to complete the work.
