1. Value- 3 points. Read and respond to/discuss the article No Defense for Webster’s “N” Word by Earl Ofari Hutchinson. Discuss whether the word “nigger” is racist or just a part of a culture’s vocabulary. Nothe that the word “nigger” is used many times in the novel. It is also used within many popular culture mediums now. What are your thoughts about this? Should this word be used freely as a cultural term, or should it be thought of as a taboo term with a strictly negative connotation?

2. Value- 2 points. Discuss “What is a hero?” What CMs describe a hero? Identify four heroes in our society and explain your viewpoint as to why they are a hero.

3. Value- 1 point. Discuss hypocrisy. What is a hypocrite? Do you know anyone who is a hypocrite? How do they act? How do you feel towards/about this person?

4. Value- 2 points. Discuss the quote “If you want a place in the sun, you’ve got to put up with a few blisters” by Abigail Van Buren.
5. Value- 3 points. Research the court system in America. Research such terms as “Miranda Rights”, “reasonable doubt”, “circumstantial evidence”, “hung jury”, and other concepts such as the death penalty, sentencing, and acquittal. Write at least a one page description of the American court system including each of the terms you researched.

6. Value- 3 points. Research at least two recent trials that dealt with “hate crimes”. Discuss what the trials were about and what the result was of the trial. Feel free to add your opinion about what the outcome of the trial should have been if you don’t agree with the official outcome.

7. Value- 2 points. Research the historic events and people of the Civil Rights Era. Make a timeline of the events, describing each event in detail. Also, discuss why each event was pivotal to the Civil Rights Movement.

8. Value- 1 point. Discuss the quote “No matter what your fight, don’t be ladylike” by Mary Harris “Mother” Jones, an early suffragist.

9. Value- 1 point. Discuss the quote “It’s not life that counts but the fortitude you bring to it” by Ralph Waldo Emerson.
