STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES:

Attend all classes and be on time.  Be in your seat ready to work when the bell rings.  The tardy policy as outlined in the Titan Guide will be followed.
Complete all homework.  Please do homework for understanding and correctness.  Work must be shown to receive any credit; refer to the posted Homework Guidelines for more detailed information.

If you are only absent for a day and miss a quiz or test you must make it up the next day unless other arrangements were made in advance.  (Test and quiz dates are announced in advance.)  Period absences (you were at school for part of the day but missed Math Analysis) the day of a test/quiz will result in an automatic zero unless arrangements were made in advance.  If you are absent for more than one day and miss a test or quiz, please see me as soon as you return to school to make arrangements for a make-up.  Alternatively, you may e-mail to make arrangements for a make-up.
If you are absent, you are responsible for getting the missed assignments and the missed notes.  Assignments will be on line.
Cheating (as defined in the Titan Guide) will result in a score of zero on that assignment/quiz/test and an F in citizenship for the semester.  Cheating in an Honors class is reason for removal from that class.
A student who earns below an 80% for the first quarter will be placed into regular Math Analysis for the remainder of the school year.  A student who earns below an 80% for the first semester will be placed into regular Math Analysis for the second semester.
Some Math Analysis students take the Calculus AP exam toward the end of the school year, however this is not recommended.  If you choose to take the AP exam you will not be able to enroll in any Calculus class at SMHS regardless of the score you receive.

Cell phones are not allowed in class.  Cell phones should be turned off, and remain in the backpack.  If your cell phone is visible, it will be taken away and given to the assistant principal.  Your citizenship grade will be lowered each time your phone is visible in class.  If a cell phone is visible during a quiz or test, that will be considered cheating.

For students in fourth period, you must bring an SSR book with you daily.  Your book should be out and you should be at your desk ready to read when the bell rings.  The bell (not the teacher) is your prompt to begin your class or SSR time.
