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10.1 Foundations of Democracy

Democracy: the idea that people can govern themselves

Direct Democracy: A government where the people vote on all laws and policies (Athens, Greece was the first)

Indirect Democracy (Republic): A government where people vote on who the leaders/representatives are, and they vote on laws and policies (Rome was the first)

Aristocracy: the wealthy ruling class in a society

Citizens: Those who are considered full members of a society, with all rights, privileges, and protections of that society 

Monarchy: a government controlled by one person, usually a king or queen

Senate: aristocracy’s representatives in Rome’s government 

Natural Laws: used by the Greeks, the use of logic and reason to discover order and predictable patterns in the world (Plato: The Republic and Aristotle pondered and wrote about)

Greece’s Legacy: all male citizens took turns serving on juries; direct democracy; 3 branches of government 

Rome’s Legacy: all citizens have equal protection; innocent until proven guilty; burden of proof on the accuser; set list of written legal codes applied equally to all citizens 

Judaism: first monotheistic religion: based on the teachings of the prophet Abraham; first religion to demand morality and piety from its followers

Christianity: based on the teachings of Jesus Christ and his followers; also stressed morality and piety of its followers; based in Judeo-Christian tradition

Islam: based on the teachings of the prophet Muhammad; from the same line of prophecy and Judaism and Christianity; stressed morality and piety of its followers
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10.2: Revolutions 

Glorious Revolution (England)

Trial by Jury: first introduced in England by King Henry II r. 154-1189

Common Law: reflects customs/traditions in law developed and accepted over time; becomes basis of practice of law in western world, including America

Magna Carta (1215): signed by King John I; first step in guaranteeing English citizens protection from their monarch; it does not allow monarch to rule any way he/she pleases, ensures that he/she must consult the nobles before making certain decisions 

Due Process of Law: guaranteed by the Magna Carta; ensures that all citizens have the right to a jury trial and that the law must operate in an orderly and known fashion. Makes sure the monarch can’t arbitrarily punish whomever he/she wants 

Parliament: England’s national legislature (no taxation with out representation)

Model Parliament: England’s first parliamentary meeting; called by King Edward I 1295

Divine Right: the idea many monarchs held that God had anointed them as kings/queens and they were only responsible to God 

English Civil War 1642: Royalists (supported King Charles I) vs. Anti-Royalists (supported parliament, led by Oliver Cromwell); Anti-Royalists won: they set up The Protectorate with Cromwell as dictator. Charles I is beheaded in 1646

The Restoration 1660: Parliament fires Cromwell’s son Richard; they invite Charles son to return from France and become King Charles II: shows that Parliament is in control 

Glorious Revolution 1689: Parliament fires King James II because he had a Catholic son. They invite his Protestant daughter Mary and her husband William to come from the Netherlands and become William and Mary: co-rulers of England. Parliament ensures that a Protestant successor will follow James II and they fire him: Parliament is in charge 


English Bill of Rights: 1689 William and Mary accept; limit the power of the monarch and protect free speech in Parliament; Predecessor to American Bill of Rights. List of freedoms guaranteed to all citizens 

The Enlightenment:

Scientific Revolution: begins mid-1500s; a new way of looking at the natural world based on observation and experimentation; later influences the Enlightenment

The Enlightenment: begins in Paris mid-1700s; Age of Reason: using the scientific method to solve social, economic, religious, and political questions/problems: begins with bourgeoisie in Paris

Thomas Hobbes: wrote Leviathan1605; argued that all men are naturally wicked and need an absolute monarch to protect them from themselves; Social Contract Theory: people give up their rights to an absolute leader in exchange for law and order 

John Locke: believed in natural rights of man: life, liberty, property; believed people could improve themselves through experience and reason (influenced Thomas Jefferson, who wrote in American Declaration of Independence that all men have the rights to life, liberty, and pursuit of happiness) Locke believed citizens had the right to overthrow government that did not do its job properly and fairly

Philosophes: French word for philosophers during the Enlightenment 

Philosophes pondered and wrote about: 1. Reason

2. Nature
3. Happiness

4. Progress

5. Liberty

Voltaire: French philosophe; targeted the clergy and aristocracy, wrote about free speech, corrupt church, reason, religious freedom, reason 

Montesquieu: French philosophe; wrote about political liberty; introduced idea of separation of powers in government: checks and balances: his ideas influenced frames of U.S. Constitution 

Rousseau: Swiss philosophe; argued government came from consent of the governed; Rousseau’s Social Contract: government’s job is to help people be happy; government that fails people have right to overthrow

Mary Wollstonecraft: British female philosophe: 1700s: she argued women need to participate in public life in Vindication of the Rights of Women; fought for women’s right to education

Impact of Enlightnement: influenced leaders of American (James Madison, Thomas Jefferson et al) and French Revolutions; changed the relationship between government and its subjects; changed subjects’ expectations of government 

French Revolution 1789:

King Louis XVI: grandson of King Louis XIV “the Sun King” Louis XVI was a weak ruler; cared more about personal gain and prestige than the problems of France (debt, famine, stratified society, poverty)

The Three Estates: French society was divided in to 3 classes: 1st Estate: The Church and its officials; 2nd Estate: landed nobles and aristocrats; 3rd Estate: everybody else, made up 98% of the population, 80% of the 3rd estate were peasants, other 20% Bourgeoisie; only 3rd estate paid taxes!

Estates-General: May 1789: first meeting of its kind in 175 years; King Louis VXI calls all estates together to discuss how to get France out of debt

National Assembly: 3rd estate members band together to form National Assembly: a legislative body that represents them, at the Estates General

Tennis Court Oath: 1st and 2nd Estate members lock National Assembly out of Estates General meeting; Nat. Assem. Meets on a tennis court and vows not to leave until they have drafted a new constitution for France 

Storming of the Bastille: July 14 1789: members of the 3rd Estate storm the Medieval prison to release prisoners and arm themselves for the coming revolt; first step involving conflict in the French Revolution; seen as French Independence Day 

Great Fear: waves of violence sweep across French countryside; peasants break into nobles homes. Steal weapons, burn debt records, burn down mansions.

Bred Riots: October 1789: 6,000 women riot in paris over bred prices; they march on the palace of Versailles and demand the King and Queen (Marie Antoinette) return to Paris to solve these problems: they return to Paris 

Declaration of the Rights of Man: August 1789: the National Assembly adopts; influenced by the Enlightenment: all men are born free with natural rights that can’t be taken away: shows the influence of the Enlightenment on French Revolution 

Legislative Assembly: September 1791: National Assembly forms new representative body; strips King Louis XVI of all real power; Louis is powerless to stop them, Assembly had the power to create laws and declare war

Radicals (Left Wing): members of L.A: wanted radical sweeping changes in France with out a king

Moderates (Centrists): wanted some changes ion France, not as many as Radicals, did not want a King

Conservatives (Right Wing): wanted a few changes in France; wanted to proceed with a King and new restrictions on his power 

-3 factions show the division in the revolution: no clear cut goals, no clear cut leader 

Emigres: nobles who fled France during the peasant uprisings, they wanted to restore the monarchy

Sans-Culottes: Parisian bourgeoisie who wanted a stronger voice in the new government; they aligned with the Jacobins (new radical political party in France); they resented the revolution for not serving their goals

Reign of Terror: time period from 1793-1794 where Committee of Public Safety (10 Jacobins), led by Maximilien Robespierre, take over the French government; 40,000 people executed that year, mostly peasants, for being deemed enemies of the revolution, most executed by beheading with the Guillotine 

The Directory: 1795 the new government after the Committee of Public Safety collapses (after Robespierre is executed too); 5 Moderates in control; calm the chaos down

Napoleon Bonaparte: became military dictator of France in 1799; led a Coup d’Etat (military take over) over the Directory; 

France Under Napoleon (crowned Emperor 1804):

1. restores order
2. holds  Plebiscites (vote for all adult male citizens) 


3. sets up Lyces (free public schools for all) 
4. taxed all estates equally


5. lowered inflation
6. set up national bank
7. merit system for government jobs


8. Napoleonic Code: greatest achievement: ordered system of written down laws 

9. Concordat (agreement) with Catholic Church: church keeps its reputation but loses its influence over French affairs 

Napoleonic Wars in Europe

1. re-seized French colonies in the Caribbean
2. sold Louisiana Territory to America
3. Battle of Trafalgar: 1805 off the coast of Spain: Britain defeats Napoleon: ensure Napoleon will not invade Britain

4. Napoleon controls all of Western Europe (accept for Britain and Portugal by 1812

Napoleon’s 3 Major Mistakes

1. Blockade: stopped all French foreign trade in an attempt to keep France from trading with Great Britain; many French traders smuggled anyways; crippled the French economy

2. The Peninsular War: 1808: France invades Portugal through Spain because Portugal is trading with Britain; after 5 years France lost 300,000 troops and never took Portugal

3. Invasion of Russia: 1812 Napoleon invades Russia in the winter; Russians practice Scorched Earth tactics; Napoleon never takes Russia, leaves him with only 10,000 men

Napoleon’s Downfall: 

1. January 1814 Prussia, Russia, Austria align to invade France, oust Napoleon
2. he is exiled to Elba (island in the Mediterranean) 

Napoleon Returns:

1. Louis XVIII (brother of Louis VXI) is chosen to be new King of France; he restores 3 estates

2. French citizens angry
3. Napoleon returns to France and gathers an army to oust King Louis XVIII
4. Battle of Waterloo 1815: Napoleon attacks British/Prussians in Belgium: Napoleon loses: he is exiled for good to St. Helena in Atlantic
5. his second stint in charge known as Hundred Days 

Congress of Vienna 1814-1815: 1. attended by Britain, France, Prussia, Russia, Austria

2. they met to discuss life in Europe after Napoleon

3. main goal was to set up a new order for Europe, with collective security and stability  
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10.3 Industrial Revolution

Industrial Revolution: time period when economies in Western Europe shift from agricultural to industrial (1700s)

Agricultural Revolution: precedes Ind. Rev. by 100 years: time period where new farming tactics lead to an increase in the food supply, which lead to an increase in the population, which leads to a greater demand for mass produced industrial goods

Enclosures: wealthy landowners in England buy up large quantities of land and develop new efficient methods of farming large crop yields; leads to less small farmers, which leads to more available workers in factories later

Crop Rotation: the system of growing different crops on the same plot of land each year to ensure the soil is replenished with needed nutrients; leads to higher crop yields for longer, makes it possible to sustain England’s new population boom

Industrialization: the process of switching to a large scale industrial economy: 

requires: 1. water/coal power

2. iron ore for construction
3. rivers for inland transportation

4. harbors for merchant ships to sell goods far away

3 Factors of Production: Land, Labor, Wealth (capital) 

Textile Industry was the first to industrialize (clothing industry)

Steam Engine: major invention: used to power boats and railroad cars (1765 James Watt)
Road transportation: British roads improved as the demand increased to transport goods to farther away places

Railroad was most significant invention of Industrial Revolution: allowed goods/crops to be transported domestically to all corners of a nation, fuels all aspects of economy  (1804 Richard Trevithick)

Other Important Inventions:

Spinning Jenny (cotton textiles): 1764 James Hargreaves

Water Frame (powered spinning jennies using water wheels): 1769 Richard Arkwright

Power Loom (also used water power to speed up weaving): 1787 Edmund Cartwright

Cotton Gin (removed seeds from cotton, made cotton production 8 times faster): 1793 Eli Whitney 

Urbanization: the rapid movement of people from rural areas to new industrial cities looking for work, housing, and new opportunities; size of England’s cities greatly increased during Industrial Revolution 

Capitalism: the economic system where businesses are privately owned and people invest money in various business ventures with the goal of making a profit 

Living Conditions: very harsh in the cities, disease rampant, no sanitation at first, crammed living quarters, very little organized city government

Working Conditions: lethal, unsanitary, 10-14 hour days, minimal pay (pennies per day), no health coverage, no disability, 6 day work weeks, many deaths on the job, coal mining most dangerous, child/women labor and abuse rampant, no government intervention (laissez –faire)

Class Tensions: new middle class emerges (bourgeoisie): factory owners, entrepreneurs, investors, stock holders; small middle class benefits most from Industrial Revolution; gradual decrease in amount of self-sufficient farmers: they become wage laborers; urban poor greatly increases: sharp stratification of wealth in urban centers: resentment by lower class; educational opportunities increased but access was to readily available to urban poor: children had to work to support family 

Positive Effects of Industrial Revolution

1. size of cities increased and new cities emerge

2. new jobs are created

3. wealth of nations greatly increased

4. new inventions and technological advances

5. standards of living eventually increase

6. mass amounts of goods produced makes them cheaper

Reform Movements: 

Laissez-Faire: the belief that government should stay out of the economy and pass no laws regulating how business is operated: supported by 

Adam Smith The Wealth of Nations 1776: he argued economic progress only comes if businesses are free to do what they want 
Thomas Malthus, David Ricardo: both argued populations will naturally decrease themselves and government need not interfere 

Utilitarianism: Jeremy Bentham late 1700’s: government should try to do the greatest amount of good for the greatest number of people; government must prove its usefulness to stay in power (opposed to Laissez-faire) 

Utopianism: Robert Owen early 1800’s: owned a factory and an adjacent community where all his workers lived; one big happy family where all work together and help care for each other; free education for children; started New Harmony, Indiana in 1824: only lasted 3 years but inspired other Utopian communities else where 

Socialism: Charles Fourier: all factors of production (land, labor, wealth) are owned by the public but operated by the government for the benefit of all (opposed to Laissez-Faire) 

Communism/Marxism: Karl Marx: The Communist Manifesto 1848: all societies have been divided in to rich and poor; it is time for the poor to rise up and overthrow the wealthy; poor people around the world will unite to eliminate the rich everywhere. Afterwards: social class will cease to exist; there will be no need for government; total equality for all people in society: equal pay, no private property, equal housing, all people own and share in national wealth (opposed to Laissez-Faire) 

-Communist Revolutions begin in Russia; later in China, Cuba, Vietnam, North Korea, Easter Europe taken over by Russia post World War II 

Labor Union Movement: Labor Unions: collections of laborers to unite to pressure factory owners to treat them fairly and gain needed reforms in the factory system

Tactics: 

Strikes: all workers at once refusing to work until factory owners gave into their demands

Collective Bargaining: Large-scale negotiations about wages, conditions, hours, benefits etc. between factory owners and the labor unions they employ

-unions eventually get better wages, shorter hours, safer conditions, health benefits, vacation time, etc for wage laborers 
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10.4 New Imperialism

Old European Imperialism

Imperialism: one nation takes over and controls other weaker nations; control all aspects of those weaker nations: economics, politics, military, social, and religion 

-European Imperialism begins with Spain
1. Columbus land in Hispanola: quickly takes over most of the Caribbean for Spain

2. enslave Native Americans on Encomiendas: large plots of land given to Spanish Conquistadors; mines, ranches, plantations 

3. Natives quickly die from European diseases, Spain becomes first Europeans to begin importing enslaved Africans to the new world (by 1510)

4. Christopher Columbus conquers Arawaks/Tainos in Carribean

5. Hernando Cortes conquers Aztecs in Mexico (led by Montezuma II) 1521

6. Francisco Pizzaro conquers Inca in Peru 1532

7. Spain conquers Pueblos in New Mexico (led by Pop’e) 1680 

-All for Spain

Mestizo: new race of people that resulted in New World: mixture of Spanish and Native American heritage: largely because Spain only brought over men, not families 

Spain eventually controls all of Central America, American Southwest, most of the Caribbean, Florida, Mexico. Spaniards bring enslaved Africans to work as forced labor on sugar, tobacco plantations and in gold/silver mines to all these colonies 

-European diseases decimated Native Americans (yellow fever, small pox, typhoid fever, measles)

Portugal conquers Brazil in 1530’s: cultivate sugar in Brazil, bring enslaved Africans as labor 

New France: France colonizes Eastern Canada (Quebec) 1600s: French establish fur trade with Native Americans (Algonquians); French use Jesuit priests (Catholic) through out exploration/colonization process

-French explore up and down Mississippi River establishing fur trade with Natives 

English Colonies: Jamestown, Virginia 1607 fist British colony in the New World; 

-1620 Plymouth, Massachusetts: Puritan Pilgrims establish seeking religious freedom  

-British eventually establish 13 Colonies up and down the East Coast of America

Dutch New Netherlands: 1602 Dutch establish New Netherlands (modern day New York) 

-Dutch lost New York to Great Britain after Seven Years War (1754-1763) 

-French, British, Spanish, Dutch all had colonies in the Caribbean Islands by the 1700s

-After Seven Years War only Great Britain and Spain had colonies in mainland North America 

-Triangle Trade: 3-way trade network between Europe, Africa, and New World: Europe gave guns, rum, gold to Africa, Africa gave enslaved Africans to the New World, the New World gave raw materials/crops (tobacco, coffee, rice, cotton, sugar) to Europe 

The Middle Passage: the 10-12 week boat journey enslaved Africans were forced to endure across the Atlantic to the New World; 20% died on the way: horrific lethal conditions; 10+ million enslaved Africans taken from Africa to the New World 

The Columbian Exchange: the exchange of food, animals, diseases, crops, cultures that took place between Europeans, Africans, and Native Americans as a result of exploration, colonization, and the slave trade 

-Europe/Africa contributed to the Americas: wheat, rice, barley, cattle, sheep, pigs, horses, small pox, flu, typhus, measles, malaria

-Americas contributed to Europe/Africa: squash, potatoes, tomato, corn, beans, turkey, pumpkin, pineapple, sweet potatoes, peanuts, avocadoes 

New European Imperialism:

-Fueled by Industrial Revoultion: creates demand for new raw materials and new markets for finished products

Africa:  Europeans begin colonizing Africa in the 1800s; Europeans wanted gold and ivory; colonization not possible until steam-powered river boats invented and quinine discovered (immunization for malaria) 

-begins in the Congo: Belgium colonizes Congo 1880’s 

-Europeans practiced racism (the belief that one race is superior to another) and Social Darwinism (survival of the fittest, only the strong survive) to justify their imperialism 

Motives and Forces Enabling Europeans:

Motives: 1. Nationalism
2. Economic competition with each other


3. European Racism

4.Missionary impulses (spread Christianity)

Forces: 1. Maxim Gun 1889 (first automatic machine gun)

2. railroads and steamships for efficient transportation
3. Quinine: cure for malaria 

The Berlin Conference 1884-1885: 14 European nations met to lay down rules for dividing up Africa, to prevent fighting; decided a Euro nation could claim land in Africa by notifying other Euro nations first and proving they could control the area 

-By start of World War I (1914) Liberia and Ethiopia were the only independent nations left in Africa 

South Africa: 

-1816 Shaka Zulu unites various tribes in South Africa

-1650s Dutch settled in South Africa, known as Boers

-1880s diamonds and gold discovered in South Africa: Great Britain moves in

-Boers (Dutch) launch a gorilla war against British (Boer War)

-Zulus powerless to stop either side in fate of their homeland 

-1902 South Africa becomes collection of small colonies under British rule 

Paternalism: The view that Europeans took toward their colonies; saw them as children unable to run their counties on their own; Europeans cared for their needs but gave them no rights  

Assimilation: Europeans tried to force their cultural ways, religion, language, and traditions on their colonized peoples

Management Methods:

Indirect Control:

-limited self rule
-governments based on European styles but may have local rules

-local government officials used

Examples: British Nigeria, India, Burma 

Direct Control: 

-foreign officials 
-no self rule
-governments based on European traditions


-assimilation 

Examples: French Vietnam, Somalia;  German Tanganyika; Portuguese Angola 

Nigeria:

-colonized by the British 1885


-3 Nigerian tribal groups: Ibo, Yoruba, Hausa-Fulani;
-Britain used indirect control 

-assimilation practiced there

-problems governing the area

African Resistance:

-Maji-Maji Rebellion 1905: East Africa: Maji-Maji (Magic Water) sprinkled on their bodies to turn Germans’ bullets into water; 26,000 dead 

Menelik II: Emperor of Ethiopia; played Italians, French, British off of each other; used modern weapons purchased from France and Russia to defeat Italians in 1896: Battle of Adowa 

Muhammad Ali: sent by Ottomans to rule Egypt in 1841; gained control of Syria and Arabia 
-shifted Egypt’s economy to cotton production
modernized all aspects of Egypt’s economy and military
-his grandson oversaw construction of Suez Canal

-rang up European debt
-1882 Britain invades for failure to pay (Egypt becomes British colony) 

-Persia (Iran) was divided between Great Britain and Russia early 1900s

Great Britain in India:

-British East India Company loosely controlled India from 1757 on
-company had its own army, staffed by Sepoys (Indian soldiers serving British army) 

-Britain considered India “The Jewel of the Crown”: 300 million people to buy goods; major supplier of raw materials to Great Britain (cotton) 
-Britain modernized India’s economy, schools, infrastructure
-Britain held all political/military control

-Sepoy Mutiny: 1857: some Sepoys revolt against their British commanders; not all Indians support the uprising: shoes division amongst Hindus and Muslims within India 

Raj: refers to time period where India was under British rule (157-1947) 

-Not until post World War II India gets independence 

Europeans Colonize Southeast Asia

-Southeast Asia was desired for sugar cane, coffee, cocoa, rubber, coconut, banana, and pineapple cultivation

-

-Dutch colonized Indonesia in the 1600s: rubber and tin cultivation

-British colonized Burma and Malaysia: British took tin from Malaysia; oil from Burma

-British encouraged Chinese to move to Malaysia to work: Malaysians become minorities in their own country: causes ethnic conflicts that still exist 

-French colonized Indochina (Vietnam, Laos, Cambodia): 1840s began under 

Napoleon III

-direct control: French demanded assimilation: rice cultivation

-U.S. colonizes the Philippines: 1898 America defeats Spain in Spanish-American War
-America enlists help of Filipinos in defeating Spanish in the Philippines (Philippines was a Spanish colony): America promises Filipinos (led by Emilio Aguinaldo) independence after the war

-America reneges on the promise: President William McKinley annexes the Philippines 1899: Aguinaldo leads a revolt against American forces (1899-1902): they are defeated:

-America established sugar cane plantations in the Philippines

-America wanted a foothold in the Fareast: easy access to China   

-Philippines remain and American colony until 1947  

-Colonial Impact in Southeast Asia
1. cash crop cultivation (tin, rubber, rice)
2. improved infrastructure


3. more political unification 

4. Asian migration to other Asian countries for work

5. new religious contact (Hindus, Muslims, Buddhists, Christians): racial religious conflicts
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10.5 Causes and Course of WWI

World War I

Causes:

-rise in Nationalism (deep devotion to one’s nation and the desire to make it superior tom other nations) amongst European rivals 

-Great Britain and Germany were chief rivals in overseas markets and colonies

-long standing territorial disputes between European nations were unresolved (example: France and Germany; Austria-Hungary and Russia) 

-Militarism: the desire to show a nation’s dominance and superiority through the build up of its military arsenal in preparation for war: European nations practiced this in early 1900s

-Imperialism: the previous century (1800s) brought intense competition amongst European nations for overseas colonies and markets (Africa/Asia): caused resentment, anger, jealousy, and mistrust between Europe’s most powerful nations 

-Alliances: European nations formed alliances to protect themselves against other European nations in case of war:


-Triple Alliance: Germany, Austria-Hungary, Italy


-Triple Entente: Great Britain, France, Russia 

Crisis In the Balkans:

-Serbia was a colony of Austria-Hungary: Serbs wanted independence: Serbs formed an alliance with Russia

-Archduke Franz Ferdinand (heir to Austria-Hungary’s throne) assassinated in Serbia June 28, 1914 by Gavrillo Princip, of Serbian nationalist group The Black Hand
-Austria-Hungary gives Serbia an Ultimatum or face full invasion: Serbia does not give a satisfactory response 

Alliances Collapse: 

-Germany gives A-H a Blank Check of support 

1. A-H declares war on Serbia
2. Russia declares war on A-H


3. Germany declares war on Russia

4. Germany declares war on France



5. Great Britain declares war on Germany

-World War I has begun August 1914

-Armenian Genocide: Ottoman Turks colonized Armenia; 1890s Turks killed 10,000+ Christian Armenians; during World War I Armenians supported Turks’ enemies; Turks killed 600,000+ Armenians as a result  

-Colonial Contributions: fighting took place in the Mediterranean, Middle East, Northern Africa, and Fareast: colonial peoples in all places helped the Allied Powers attack German outposts in those regions at different points 

The Schlieffen Plan: Germany’s plan for fighting a two front war: they would quickly attack France first then concentrate on Russia later; Germany invades neutral Belgium to get to France (this makes Great Britain declare war on Germany)

Western Front: the 400+ mile border between France and Germany; where much if the fighting took place during the war

Trench Warfare: 6-8 foot trenches were dug by both sides along the Western Front in the absence of trees, shrubbery, hills, mountains to hide in; attacks were periodically mounted from out of the trenches: the other side usually mowed down the on comers with machine guns; trench warfare caused the war to grind to a stalemate for years  

New Weapons: 

1. machine gun
2. poison gas

3. tanks
4. larger artillery 

Total War: World War I was first large scale total war in Europe: all aspects of national life become devoted to the war effort and civilians, not just military, are targets

Eastern Front: the 800+ mile border between Russia and Germany; there was less trench warfare here but battle was still bloody and a stalemate for years 

Central Powers: Germany, Austria-Hungary, Ottoman Empire





Vs.

Allied Powers: Great Britain, France, Italy (later), United States (later)

-By 1916 Germany was slowly gaining the advantage in the war: Russia was near collapse 

-Russia lost more than 2 million men in 1915 alone 

America Enters the War:

-Germany practiced unrestricted submarine warfare in the Atlantic: sinking all ships headed to Western Europe whether civilian or military; this enraged America: many U.S. ships were lost; -May 7, 1915 Lusitania sunk (British passenger liner carrying ammunition in its hull for Great Britain): 128 Americans killed 

-Zimmerman Telegram: February 1917: German telegram to Mexico intercepted by British: Germans were to offer deal to Mexico: enter the war against the U.S. on Germany’s side and Germany would ensure Mexico got back Texas, Arizona, New Mexico: America declares war on Germany April 1917 

-Propaganda: used by both sides through out the war: government sponsored advertisements and public relations that convinces the population to continue to support the government/war effort and to eagerly contribute to the war effort; propaganda was needed since so much civilian effort was needed to support the war: total war

-Rationing: many material/goods in short supply during the war; both sides demanded citizens buy only small amounts of material needed for the war effort: (ex: butter, shoes, leather)

-March 1917 Russia withdraws from the war; Russian Revolution: new communist government; Russia negotiates Treaty of Brest-Litovsk: ends war between Germany and Russia 

-Second Battle of the Marne: July 1918: Germany’s final push to win the war; American troops key to Allied Victory

-November 11, 1918: Armistice: Germany surrenders; World War I is over 

-Kaiser Wilhelm II forced to step down: Germany declares itself the Weimar Republic 

Cost of the War:  8.5+ million soldiers killed; 21 million wounded; millions civilians dead on both sides from starvation, slaughter, disease; $338 Billion 
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10.6 Effects of WWI
Effects of World War I

Treaty of Versailles: June 28, 1919; the final peace agreement between the Allied Powers and the Central powers after World War I

-Terms: 1. Germany forced to take all the balm for the war: War Guilt Clause; 

2. Germany lost all of it colonies
3. Germany can have a standing military

4. Germany forced to pay $33 Billion to France/Great Britain


5. League of Nations established: international peace-keeping body to monitor global situations/relationships (America does not join: this weakens the League and makes it less legitimate in the long run)

Wilson’s Fourteen Points: President Woodrow Wilson’s vision for the post-war world; end of secret treaties; freedom of the seas; free trade; smaller armies; fairness towards colonized peoples; changing national borders; Self-Determination: allowing people to choose their own governments; League of Nations 

New Nations: 

-Austria-Hungary Empire dissolved: new nations in Eastern Europe

-Russia lost lands to new Baltic states

-Ottoman lands in the Middle East were given to France and Great Britain 

Disillusionment in the Arts:

-WWI created a new wave of doubt/skepticism in art/lietature:

-Existentialism: influenced by Friedrich Nietzsche: believed there was no universal meaning of life; each person creates the meaning of their own life through their actions and deeds 

“The Lost Generation”: American writers/artists who went to Europe after World War I; they met regularly in Paris with European artists at American author Gertrude Stein’s home in Paris; They moved from one European city to another trying to find meaning in life (ex: Ernest Hemingway, F. Scott Fitzgerald, John Das Passos) 

Pablo Picasso: Spanish painter; one of the founders of Cubism 1907: transform natural shapes into geometric forms with sharp angles and edges showing several views at once; 

-other artistic movements soon (1920’2) emerge (Surrealism, Dadaism) all in the aftermath of World War I to express  sorrow and the search for the meaning of life

10.7 Rise of Totalitarianism

Rise of Totalitarianism 

Russian Revolution

Czar Nicholas II: dragged Russia into World War I; put in place rapid industrialization in the early 1900s: low wages, bad conditions, no unions, long hours, huge gulf between rich and poor: huge lower class very disillusioned with war and conditions at home

-Revolutionary groups began to form: Marxist group split into two: Bolsheviks and Mensheviks

-Mensheviks: wanted to win broad support for a revolution; moderate revolutionaries, wanted to work within the Czarist system

-Bolsheviks: radical revolutionaries wanted sweeping changes with out the Czar; wanted a small number of revolutionaries to lead the charge: led by Vladimir Lenin

-Russo-Japanese War: 1904. over control of Korea and Manchuria; Japan wins; led to small revolts in Russia against the Czar

-Bloody Sunday: January 1905; Czar’s soldiers kill 1,000 Russian protestors in St. Petersburg

-Duma: Russia’s parliament under Czar Nicholas II; he creates after Bloody Sunday to appease people but quickly dissolves it 

-World War I: cripples Russia in every way; final blow that breaks the people

-Rasputin: Russian mystic man; 1916 befriends Czarina Alexandra while Czar Nicholas II is away fighting WWI; Rasputin appoints friends to gov’t positions, spreads corruption through out royal court; further angered Russian people led them closer to Revolution

-The March Revolution:  March 1917 200,000 women textile workers citywide strike in Petrograd; soldiers ordered to fire on crown but turn their guns on commanding officers; 

-Czar Steps Down: March Revolutionaries convince him to step down but no clear gov’t replaces him

-Soviets established to run Russia regionally: local councils of workers, peasants, and soldiers

-Bolshevik Revolution: November 1917 Bolshevik Red Guards storm provisional government in Petrograd, arrest leaders, set up new Bolshevik government 

-Lenin In Charge: Bolshevik leader; gave control of factories to workers, distributed farmland equally amongst peasants, signed Treaty of  Brest-Litovsk with Germany: many Russians angered over Russia’s loss of territory in treaty 

-Civil War: Bolsheviks (Reds) vs. Mensheviks (Whites); 1918-1920: Mensheviks got aid from Western nations and US; Bolsheviks win but Russia still faces many problems afterwards

-New Economic Policy (NEP): 1921 Lenin temporarily put communism aside and allowed some elements of capitalism, allowed Russians to get back on their feet after WWI and civil war

-USSR: 1922 Russia renamed Union of Soviet Socialist Republics; Bolsheviks named themselves Communists (after Marx’ writings); sent political dissenters to Gulags: prisons in far off regions of the country to be tortured 

-Lenin dies 1924; Joseph Stalin seizes power

Soviet Union Under Stalin

Joseph Stalin: became communist dictator of Soviet Union (r. 1928-1953) after death of Lenin

-Stalin exiles Leon Trotsky (Lenin’s closest aid) after Lenin’s death: creates power vacuum Stalin fills with himself

-Stalin sets up Totalitarian state in Soviet Union: government in total control of all areas of Soviet life

5 Year Plans: Stalin’s various plans to industrialize and modernize the Soviet Union: increase output of coal, iron, steel, electricity, manufactured goods: industrialism improved over 25% 1928-1937

Collective Farms: government seized 25 million private farms and combined them into large state-run farms to produce food for the state: workers angry and sabotaged farms and ran away: secret police rounded up 5-10 million peasants and sent them to Gulags: prison camps in Siberia 

Kulaks: class of successful middle class commercial farmers who prospered under Lenin’s New Economic Policy: Stalin eliminated them as a class: rounded them up and sent them to Gulags: millions executed 

The Great Purge: 1934-1939 Stalin’s secret police rounded up “enemies of the Soviet State;” tried/convicted/executed for minor offenses; Stalin killed 8-13 million old Bolsheviks and citizens he saw as a threat

-censorship of authors, composers, artists under Stalin

-Judaism, Russian Orthodox, Catholicism all persecuted under Stalin 

-government controlled all education from nursery school-universities under Stalin 

Rise of Fascism 

Fascism: political ideology of 1920’s-1940’s: emphasized loyalty to the state; obedience to the dictator: used racism, nationalism, militarism as tools of control 

Benito Mussolini: 1922 became Fascist dictator of Italy; overthrew King Victor Emmanuel III; named himself Il Duce (the leader); set up totalitarian state: secret police, government censorship, persecuted enemies, aligned with business and factory owners 

Adolph Hitler: 1933 became Fascist dictator of Germany; forced his way to the become German Chancellor (president); called himself Fuhrer (father); Germany suffering from Treaty of Versailles reparations and Great Depression: Germans desperate, looked to Hitler to turn their country around

-Nazi Party: name of Hitler’s Fascist political party in Germany 

-Hitler in control of every aspect of German life; used propaganda; blames Jews for all of Germany’s problems: turns public opinion against Jews in Germany; 

-passed Nuremberg Laws 1933 stripping Jews of all rights in Germany; 

-Kristallnacht (night of broken glass): November 9, 1938 Nazi mobs attacked Jews through out Germany, burned homes, synagogues, stores, killed Jews, encouraged by Hitler 
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10.8 Causes and Consequences of World War II

-1930 militarists take control of Japan; make Emperor Hirohito symbol of the state’s power, milirary leaders really in control ruling on his behalf 

-Japan’s leaders wanted to take over Asia to solve Japan’s economic problems (Great Depression)

-1931 Japan invades Manchuria (northern China) for iron and coal

-Rape of Nanking: 1937 Japan invades most of China; Japanes killed thousand of surrendered soldiers and civilians in Nanking, China; Chinese communist rebels led by Mao Zedong continued to fight Japanese through out 1930s-1940s

-1936 Mussolini invades Ethiopia to control the mouth of the Red Sea (valuable trade route) 

-1935 Hitler begins rearming Germany’s military (violation of Versailles Treaty)

-1936 Hitler invades the Rhineland (along French border) 

1936 Rome-Berlin Axis: Hitler and Mussolini make Germany and Italy military allies

-1936 Spanish Civil War: Hitler and Mussolini send support to Francisco Franco (Fascist dictator); Franco overthrows the democratic government of Spain with Axis Powers’ help 

-March 1938 Hitler invades Austria: Anchlus: the union of Germany and Austria; violation of Versailles Treaty 

-September 1938 Hitler invades Sudentenland (part of Czechoslovakia that used to be part of Germany) 

-Munich Conference: September 1938: France/Great Britain allow Hitler to keep Sudetenland in exchange for promise to invade no more territory: Appeasement 

-Nazi-Soviet Non-Aggression Pact: August 1939 Hitler and Stalin agree not to attack each other and to later divide up Poland

-September 1, 1939 Hitler invades Poland: France and Great Britain declare war on Germany in response: World War II begins 

World War II Key Leaders:

-Winston Churchill: Prime Minister of Great Britain

-Franklin Delano Roosevelt: President of the United States

-Emperor Hirohito: Emperor of Japan

-Adolf Hitler: Chancellor (dictator) of Germany 

-Benito Mussolini: fascist dictator of Italy

-Joseph Stalin: communist dictator of Soviet Union

-Douglas MacArthur:  American general; commander of Allied land forces in the Pacific

-Dwight Eisenhower: American general; commander of all Allied forces in European theatre 

The Nazi Holocaust

-Holocaust: the massive slaughter of 6 million+ Jews by the Nazi Party from 1933-1945

Process: Nuermburg Laws (1935); Krystallnacht (1938); limited Jewish emigration out of Germany (1933-1938); Isolating Jews in Ghettos (ex: Warsaw, Poland) sealed off with barbed wire and brick fences; Final Solution (1942): concentration death camps, mass gassing/cremation 

-Hitler used Jews as a scapegoat to blame for Germany’s post World War I problems; rallying Germans against a common enemy consolidated his power

Major death camps: Auschwitz; Buchenwald; Dachao 

Major Battles/Theatres of World War II

-Battle of Britain: 1941: Germans continuously air raids London and Southern Britain in preparation for an invasion that never comes

-North Africa: 1940-1942: Germany/Italy attack British in North Africa; British and Americans eventually push General Rommell (Dessert Fox) Germany out of Africa

-Soviet Union: 1941 Hitler invades the Soviet Union; vicious fighting; Battle of Stalingrad: August 1942: Germans win but Soviets defeat Germans in Soviet Union by February 1943; heavy causalities on both sides 

-Pearl Harbor: December 7, 1941 Japan attacks American Navy at Pearl Harbor Hawaii, America enters World War II

-Battle of Midway: June 1942; Naval Battle in the Pacific: America defeats Japan, puts America on the offensive in the Pacific

-D-Day Invasion: June 6, 1944: Allied forces invade Normandy, France from Great Britain; begins the liberation of Western Europe from the Nazis

-Battle of the Bulge: December 1944 Belgium; Germany’s final major offensive in Western Europe; allies win, Germans on the run

-V-E Day: Victory in Europe Day; April 25, 1945: Germany surrenders in Europe 

-Hiroshima and Nagasaki: August 6, 1945 America drops atomic bomb on Hiroshima, Japan 80,000 killed; August 9, 1945 America drops atomic bomb on Nagasaki, Japan 40,000 killed

-World War II ends: September 2, 1945 Japan surrenders to the United States

-Costs of World War II

U.S.: 300,000 military deaths 

Great Britain: 270,000 military deaths/ 60,000 civilian deaths; 

Soviet Union: 13.6 million military deaths/ 7.7 million civilian deaths; Western Soviet Union physically destroyed

Germany: 3.3 million military deaths/ 3 million civilians; much of Germany completely destroyed 

Japan: 1.2 million military deaths/ 950,000 civilians; much of Japan was in ruins

10.9: Post World War II World

-Yalta Conference: February 1945 Roosevelt (US), Stalin (USSR) and Churchill (GB) met in Yalta, USSR to decide post war plans: All 3 would divined Germany into zones of occupation, Germany would pay reparations to Soviet Union, Stalin promised free elections in Eastern Europe (later reneged), agree to United Nations 

-Soviet Eastern Bloc: After World War II Soviet Union seizes control of most of Eastern Europe; turns them into Communist Soviet satellite states controlled by the Soviet Union: Iron Curtain between East and West 

-Japan becomes leader in world technology and development of new products with financial assistance of United States after World War II; Japan demilitarizes and become close trade allies with United States 

-The Marshall Plan: after World War II America committed $12.5 Billion to Western Europe to help them rebuild. This was an attempt to keep Western Europe from falling to Communism; plan was brainchild of U.S. Secretary of State George Marshall 1947; U.S. gave money, food, machines, and other materials to stop Communism in Western Europe 

Cold War 

-Soviet Union creates satellite nations in Eastern Europe 

-Iron Curtain between East and West Europe: no trade, no travel, very little communication, heavy government restrictions, no diplomatic relations: causes resentment distrust anger fear of each other (U.S. and Soviet Union at the forefront)  

-Truman Doctrine: 1947 U.S. President Harry Truman enacts policy of containment of Communism: America would give money, troops, materials to any nation resisting a Communist takeover; America gave $400 million to Turkey and Greece to stop Communist revolutions

-Containment/Truman Doctrine: this policy gets America involved in Wars in Korea (1950-1953) and Vietnam (1963-1973),

-Korean War 1950-1953: North Korea (Communist) marches over 38th Parallel into S. Korea June 25, 1950; America sends troops to Korea to pucs communists back into North Korea; communist China sends 300,000 troops to help North Korea; 1953 both sides agree to cease fire: 38th Parallel remained dividing line between 2 Koreas (same as before the war); 5 million civilians/troops dead all sides 

-Vietnam War 1954-1975: Vietnam was French colony; North Vietnam (Communist) led by Ho Chi Minh push France out of Vietnam; 2 Vietnams established: North communist/ South capitalist 

-U.S. put No Dinh Diem in charge of South Vietnam: corrupt bad leader

-Communist Guerillas (Vietcong) begin rebelling against Diem 

-U.S. sends advisors, later troops to suppress communist rebellion

-North Vietnam (communist) invades South Vietnam to unite it as one communist nation: War begins

-1963-1973 America vs. North Vietnam/Vietcong: fight to a stalemate; America withdraws in 1973: 1975 South Vietnam falls to North Vietnam: one communist Vietnam

-53,000 Americans dead

-Domino Theory: first used by U.S. President Eisenhower (1952-1960): said that nations of Southeast Asia were like dominoes; if one fell to Communism they would all fall: major justification for U.S. actions around the globe during Cold War era 

Chinese Civil War:

-after World War II a civil war resumes in China: Communist (led by Mao Zedong) vs. Nationalists (led by Jiang Jieshi) 

-1942-1945 Jiang Jieshi had 2.5 million men and $1.5 billion to fight Japanese; Jiang saved most money/troops for battle with Communists coming later

-1946-1949 Chinese Civil War: Nationalists winning at first with help from U.S.

-China’s economy failing; many Nationalists troops defect to Communist army; Spring 1949 Chinese cities fall to Communists one by one

-October 1949 Mao Zedong unites mainland China under his Communist government

-Jiang Jieshi and Nationalist leaders flea to Taiwan: Two Chinas: Taiwan: Nationalist China; mainland China: Communist China  

-Treaty of Friendship: 1950 China/Soviet Union sign agreement; shatters relations between America and China; no diplomatic relationship; US responds by exerting more influence in Asia and limiting Soviet Union to a few small islands off coast of Japan

-Great Leap Forward: 1950s China (led by Mao Zedong) takes control of Mongolia, Tibet, parts of India: causes further resentment strained relations between U.S. and China 

-Cultural Revolution 1966: Chinese Red Guards (militia units of young Chinese who were inspired by Mao) established a society of peasants and workers with all equal; they shut down colleges and schools (deemed dangerous/useless); they targeted anyone who resisted the regime; thousands executed or died in jail (professors, managers, intellectuals, government officials, professionals, artists); the chaos shut down factories and threatened farm production: 1976 dissolved the Red Guards and stopped the Cultural Revolution 

-Tiananmen Square Uprising 1989:  Spring 1989 100,000 Chinese students occupied Tiananmen Square in Bejing; they demanded an end to corruption in Chinese government and they wanted democracy; Government called in army to quell the uprising: 250,000 troops called in; 10,000 students arrested; whole event broadcast around the world

10.9:6 The Middle East

-Much of the land of the Middle East was colonized by the Ottoman Empire 

-After World War I the Ottoman Empire collapsed: their territory in the Middle East was given to France and Great Britain as protectorates by the League of Nations

-League of Nations (European powers) decided to designate the colony of Palestine as the new Israel: homeland of the Jews (partially because of the Holocaust) 

-Balfour Declaration: 1917 Great Britain decrees that Palestine (colony) should be granted to Jews as an independent homeland

-United Nations (European powers) vote to grant Jews land of Palestine to become an independent Israel nation because of sympathy for what happened to Jews during the Holocaust 

-May 14, 1948 Israel declared a sovereign state; UN did not consider the wishes of the Palestinians living on the land

-millions of Palestinians forced to flee to various surrounding countries because of wars with Israel and wars between Israel and Jordan and Syria 

-1956 Suez Crisis: Egypt invades the Suez canal; takes it from Israel; under international pressure Israel cedes Suez canal to Egypt 

-1967 Six-Day War: Tensions were high with Israel and its Arab neighbors after Suez Crisis; Egypt launches a preemptive air/land strike on Egypt, Syria, Jordan, Iran; Israel increases its holdings: thousands more Palestinians were left stateless

-1973 War: October 1973; Egypt attacks Israel to regain territory lost in 1967; Israel quickly regains lost territory back; an uneasy truce is agreed to 

-Camp David Accords: 1979; American President Jimmy Carter gets Israel and Egypt to agree to a peace; Egypt recognizes Israel and Israel returns Sinai peninsula to Egypt; first peace agreement between Israel and any of its Arab neighbors 

-The Intifada: 1970s-1980s Palestinian Liberation Organization (PLO) begins a campaign of civil disobedience against Israel to try to gain land and official recognition; attacked troops/civilians, boycotts, demonstrations etc; The Intifada puts international pressure on Israel to meet with PLO and give some compromises 

-Declaration of Principles: 1993 Israel and PLO leaders agree to some compromises; Israel grants Palestinains self rule in Gaza Strip and the West Bank, PLO agrees to call off Intifada; Rabin (Israeli Prime Minister) killed 1995, made keeping peace agreements difficult; Tensions still remain over Palestinian sovereignty in Middle East  

10.9:7 Collapse of the Soviet Union

-late 1980s Soviet satellite states in Eastern Europe began to break free of Soviet Control

-Ethnic tensions through out Soviet Union were high: different Ethnic groups demanded self-rule apart from rule of Russians

-March 1990 Lithuania declares its independence; Gorbachev (Soviet Prime Minister) orders a blockade and troops attack civilians (14 killed)

-many groups within Soviet Union criticize Gorbachev and Soviet gov’t for Lithuania situation

-June 1991 Boris Yeltsin becomes Soviet Union’s first democratically elected leader; Soviet hardliners in gov’t feared a collapse of Soviet Union as dominant nation in Eastern Europe 

-The August Coup: August 1991 hardliners (State Committee) arrest Gorbachev at his vacation home; State Committee orders troops into Moscow to attack protestors and attack parliament for allowing democratic changes; troops refuse and pull out of Moscow 

-Soviet satellite states in Eastern Europe begin declaring their independence in the aftermath; by December 1991 all 15 satellite states declared their independence 

-Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS): Christmas Day 1991 Boris Yeltsin meets with leaders or new independent states; they agree to a loose confederation of independent nations made up of former Soviet republics 

-Shock Therapy: Yeltsin (Russia) adopts a new policy of free market capitalism; removed trade barriers, price controls; prices soared: inflation rose 800%; thousands forced out of work; 1993 severe economic hardship in Russia

-Chechnya Rebels: Muslim area in Southwest Russia; 1991 Chechnya declares its independence but Yeltsin denies their right to secede; 1994 Yeltsin orders troops to Chechnya capital: reduced it to rubble; August 1996 peace agreement signed but Chechnya remained part of Russia 

-Yugoslavia Falls Apart: 6 ethnic groups thrown together in Yugoslavia; long simmering ethnic tensions boil over in 1990; Serbian leader Slobodan Milosevic asserted Serbian control over Yugoslavia: June 1991 he invaded Slovenia and Croatia: led to an all out war that left much of both countries in ruins; UN-led cease fire agreed to January 1992

-Bosnian Nightmare: February 1992 Bosnia declares its independence; Bosnia had mixed population (Muslim; Serbs, Croats); Bosnian Serbs (supported by Serbia) opposed independence: Bosnian Serbs started a civil war in Bosnia began ethnic cleansing to try to rid Bosnia of its Muslims;  200,000 killed in 3 years; by 1995 Bosnian Serbs controlled 70% of Bosnia; UN sends peace keeping troops; December 1995 3-way peace accord agreed to with a 3-way presidency for Bosnia (one from each ethnic group)

-Czechoslovakia Breaks Up: Czech reformers implemented too in 1991 (free market economy); unable to agree on economic policy the two Shock Therapy parts of the country drifted apart (Slovakia and Czech Republic); two countries are formed in January 1993: Slovakia and Czech Republic  

10.10 The Mexican Revolution

-The French Invasion: 1862 French Emperor Napoleon III invades Mexico; sends Maximilian to rule Mexico as emperor; after 5 years of fighting Mexicans, France withdraws: Benito Juarez elected Mexico’s president: he opened railroads, built telegraph systems, set up national education system; Suarez dies 1872

-Porfirio Diaz: becomes dictator of Mexico 1876: was a corrupt power hungry leader: lets American companies take over 90% of Mexico’s railroad and mining industries: peasant Mexicans were not taken care of

-Francisco Madero: elected Mexico’s President 1910: he immediately kicks American businesses out and serves the interests of the Mexican people; causes a power vacuum: Diaz refuses to step down: causes revolution

-Pancho Villa and Emiliano Zapata: both generals who raise armies against Diaz to remove him for good; they also led raids against American business interests in Mexico

-November 1911 Madero assassinated by General Victoriano Huerta’s men; Huerta has difficult time staying in power; Villa and Zapata continue to oppose him

-Venustiano Carranza: Villa and Zapata align themselves with Carranza and the 3 armies siege Mexico City and remove Huerta from power

-Carranza becomes new leader of Mexico and implements a new constitution 
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
