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Paper #1

A Lesson Before Dying

Essay Topic:
Jefferson’s transformation from a hog to a man is the central action of A Lesson Before Dying.  In a well-crafted essay, please describe a period of transformation in your life, when you experienced a deep sense of personal growth.  What caused the transformation?  Did anyone or anything influence your growth?  What obstacles did you face?  What was the end result?  Was it a positive or negative transformation?  Does it affect your life now?  Please cite specific examples from your life, and compare and contrast this experience to the transformation of Jefferson.

Due:  Friday, October 10th.

Length:  5 paragraphs.  Each paragraph should contain at least 4 sentences.

Format:  This paper is to be typed in Times New Roman, 12-point font.  The paragraphs should be double-spaced.  There should be a title page attached to this paper, which includes the title of your paper, name, date, period, and EMT (There should be not artwork on the title page).  Please do not put this paper in any type of protective plastic cover.  The paper should be stapled once in the top left hand corner before it is submitted.    

Grading:  This paper will be out of 100 points.  It is broken down as follows:  Neatness (10), Spelling (10), Punctuation (10), Usage/Caps (10), Title (Unique) (5), Opening Paragraph (15), Body Paragraph 1 (10), Body Paragraph 2 (10), Body Paragraph 3 (10), Link (10), Restate Thesis (5), Twist (5).  This adds up to 110 points, giving you a 10 point bonus opportunity.
