FORMAT FOR YOUR CONCLUSION:
THINK OF YOUR ESSAY AS A LONG CONVERSATION…

Your conclusion is the end of the conversation where you remind your listener of the main points you discussed and why they are true/ valid. DO NOT repeat yourself! Instead, remind the reader and give her (me!) something insightful or “beyond your topic” to think about. DO NOT ask any questions or introduce any new ideas or evidence! Here are the guidelines for your conclusion:

1. No more than 3-5 sentences

2. Remind readers generally of the main points you proved (TS) in one or two sentences

3. Try to come full circle (see Smiley Face Tricks on the writing resources page of my website).

4. Say something thematic, bigger or beyond the topic of the American Dreram as a final insight.
