SPANISH 5-6 FINAL EXAM

The final exam will comprise 10-15% of your final grade and includes the following two parts which are weighted equally.  The final exam should not raise or lower anyone’s grade by more than one grade (unless you simply don’t take it).
1. The written final (1/2 of your final exam grade) a composition that will be given to all classes on Thursday, June 6th.   
· The topic will have something to do with relationships (love, friends, etc).  

· It is similar to the composition that you wrote for “defender una opinión” in that the focus is using the subjunctive correctly.  
· It will be graded using the same rubric as the “defender una opinión” composition.  This rubric is on p. 96 of your cuaderno.  
· A graphic organizer for the requirements of the composition is on p. 97 of your cuaderno.  
· Below are practice prompts that you can write about to help you prepare.  Make sure to turn in any practice compositions by TUESDAY, June 4th in order for Profeto have time to correct them and get them back to you.  

· If you got an “A” on the “defender una opinión” composition, you will probably do well on this one.  If you got a “C” or lower on the last composition, I suggest you write the practice compositions and come in for tutoring.
2. The scantron final (1/2 of your final exam grade)  This final includes listening, reading, vocabulary and grammar.   It covers what we have learned over the ENTIRE year.  You will receive a more complete list of  vocabulary and grammar topics on Monday.  Alhthough the scantron final is multiple choice, most students score one to two grades below their current grade in the class.  Please start studying NOW.   Go back over your “reflexiones” pages to see what you had trouble with – especially to see which tenses you need to study.
Practice prompts for the composition
Your friend had a big fight with her boyfriend yesterday and they broke up.  She wants to get back together with him.  Last night at the soccer game you heard her boyfriend telling lies about her.  Write your friend an e-mail explaining what happened at the game.  Tell her about a time you or someone else you know had to deal with a similar experience.  Suggest several ways that may help her handle this situation.  
Last night you went to a party and saw Esmeralda talking to your friend’s boyfriend.   Now everyone is gossiping and saying that they kissed.   Based on what you saw, you doubt anything happened.  Write your friend an e-mail to reassure her.  Tell her about a time you or someone else you know had to deal with a similar experience.  Suggest several ways that may help her handle this situation.  
Yesterday you were at the library when you saw your friend’s girlfriend flirting with another guy.  You took a picture of what she was doing and now are going to send it to your friend.  Write your friend an e-mail explaining what you saw and did.  Tell him about a time you or someone else you know had to deal with a similar experience.  Suggest several ways that may help him handle this situation.  

Last night you were looking at Facebook when you saw that your friend Silvia was gossiping about you.  Write her an e-mail telling what you read on her page and how you felt.  Give her advice.

Last night at a party your friend Joe did something stupid.  He ate a 10 live goldfish and then threw up!   Now everyone is gossiping about him.  Write Joe an e-mail telling him how you feel about what he did and give him advice. Tell him about a time you or someone else you know had to deal with a similar experience.  Suggest several ways that may help him handle this situation.  

Your best friend’s boyfriend/girlfriend was flirting with you last night at a party and tried to kiss you.  Your best friend wasn’t there because she/he was sick.  Everyone is gossiping about what happened. Write your best friend and e-mail telling her/him what happened.  Give her/him advice.
