Rhetorical Devices

 1. Techniques used in speech or writing for effect

a) Repetition: repeating key words, phrases and sentences 

b) Restatement: rephrasing of key points, important ideas

c) Rhetorical Question: a question asked for effect with no answer expected

d) Parallelism: repeating syntactical or grammatical similarities 

e) Use of personal anecdote, analogy, case study

f) Addressing readers’ concerns, counterclaims, biases, and expectations
