Possible Themes for this Unit Period 6
1. God and religion can be used as a justification of evil actions 
2. People are born with both good and evil inside of them 
3. Freewill enables us to choose which path we will take in life 
4. One’s definition of good and evil is determined by one’s point-of-view. 
5. Evil is everywhere and therefore unavoidable 
6. Good is constant while evil is ever-changing

7. Good and evil is a human construct 
8. Humans are instinctively animalistic, which we often deem “evil”, but we try to tame that with civilization, which we usually deem “good” 
9. There is no clear distinction between good and evil 
10. Most acts of evil result from rejection or a desire to be loved and accepted

11. All people believe that God is on their side, so they believe their actions are good or morally right 
12. Fear of punishment or some sort of personal gain is often the motivation for doing good 
13. Even actions that seem virtuous can be “evil” if they are harmful to others

14. Evil has many faces and is often deceptive 
15. Whether an action is good or evil is dependent on the outcome of the action. 
16. Freewill distinguishes us as independent individuals who are in control of our own destinies and therefore different than animals

17. Evil is not inherited, it is chosen. 
18. Evil is tempting and humans are drawn to it. 
19. Good cannot exist without evil 
20. Humans sometimes relinquish their freewill to choose between right and wrong when they succumb to group thinking or mob mentality 
21. Freewill is an illusion
