Instructions:

4) arrange your poster in a way that makes it clear what happened, who was involved, where it happened, what the end results were, and why it was significant as the country approached civil war

5) 1 ½ Page Explanation

b. Who supported/opposed the event? Why?

c. What symbols/objects/characters/images did you include? Why? Which ones did you perhaps not include? Why?

d. Is there anything suggested or implied on the poster that may not be clear at first glance, or that everyone may not know? Explain.

e. Why was your event significant as the country crept closer to civil war in the 1850s?
