Q: Is the experiment double blind? Explain
A: Talk about subjects and evaluators in term of the problem – 

Q: Describe a completely randomized experiment.

A: Draw a diagram with 1 block split up randomly.

Q: Does this experiment prove…?

A: Be careful here – Are the subjects a good representation of the population? Are the groups equal? Was it an observational study or an experiment?

Q: Why do you block?

A: When your subjects have large differences, you group (block) them before dividing them up into treatment group to imitate equal groups.
