“The Prologue” from The Canterbury Tales Characterization Illustration 
(15 points)
1. Using a piece of construction paper or small posterboard, choose a character from “The Prologue” of The Canterbury Tales and write their name at the top of your paper in such a way that it reflects his or her character. 
2. Next, write a body paragraph about this character. Begin with a topic sentence that makes a clear argument about their character based on the text. 
3. Find 2 concrete details from the text that support your argument about the character’s traits. Follow each quote with your own commentary, analysis and explanation. Make sure for each quotation to include citations with the line number(s) in MLA format (in parentheses, period following citation). End with a strong conclusive statement.
4. Next, draw an illustration of your character using markers, crayons, or colored pencils (no pencil should be visible in the final product) that reflects the paragraph you’ve written. 
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
