ESTRUCTURAS DE LA LENGUA

Gustar to be pleasing, to like is not like other verbs. It is generally used only in the third persons:

gusta or gustan.

A. Gustar really means to be pleasing, but it is often used to convey the meaning of the English

verb to like.

B. Gustars subject is the thing(s) that is (are) pleasing. It's subject generally appears after

gustar.

C. The indirect personal object pronouns (me, te, le, nos, os, les) tell to whom the thing is

pleasing and always stand before gustar.
