Math Autobiography Questions

Type a 1-2 page paper in paragraph form answering the following questions.  Do not answer each individual question – write an essay.  Type in 12 point font, single-spaced.

Prompt:

1. What is your math history?  Briefly describe both positive and negative experiences.

2. Who has most influenced your feelings towards mathematics (good or bad)?

3. Which teachers have taught you the most and why?

4. How have your past experiences affected your present attitude towards math?

5. How relevant is math in your life; and how relevant is math in life in general?

6. Describe how your family members approach math and their attitudes toward your math abilities.

If you have previously taken a course with Ms. Heller also answer the following:
7. How have your ideas of math changed since taking a course from Ms. Heller (good or bad)?

8. What teaching strategies most impacted your learning? (randomly calling with note cards, students presenting, etc.)

9. Reflect on your overall feelings of the past course with Ms. Heller.  Was it positive?  Was Ms. Heller’s class environment positive or negative?  How can we improve this (and increase the number of students passing)?
