EXTRA CREDIT ALGEBRA PROJECT (up to 15 points)

Using card stock or posterboard, you will create a presentation about one of the people listed below.  The board should be approximately 11” x 16” (give or take two inches on either side) and oriented landscape.  It must be neat, colorful, and attractive and include, at a minimum, the following elements:

· A title at the top which includes the name of the person you are researching as well as information about their field (are they a famous mathematician, or a famous person who majored in math in college)

· Your name and period in the bottom right hand corner

· A photograph, sketch, or drawing of the individual

· Biographical information such as birth/death dates, place of residence, and where the individual attended school

· Information about your person’s contributions to society, in the area of math if there were any direct links, as well as in other areas

· A list of your sources, which can be put on the back if you run out of room on the front

Make sure the information you include on your board is in your own words; do not copy information directly from the internet or hard copy sources.  You may choose any one of the following people for your extra credit project:
