To Kill a Mockingbird
Author’s Name:  Harper Lee (female)

Genre: Novel - social commentary / bildungsroman (coming-of-age) / Southern Gothic
Literary Period - modern / contemporary 
Historical significance: written during Civil Rights movement; won Pulitzer Prize
Narration: 1st person – unusual because it’s a child (& therefore, unreliable at times – which brings humor to several situations)
Setting: 1930s, a small town fictional (Maycomb) in Alabama

Protagonist(s): Scout (Jean) Finch: a six year old tomboy
Jem, Scout’s 10 year old brother

Dill, a neighbor & playmate during the summer
Atticus Finch, widowed father and middle-aged lawyer; defense council for Tom Robinson

Boo Radley: mentally challenged neighbor who watches the children & saves Scout

Antagonist(s): Bob Ewell, abusive, poor, white man
Main Conflict: (A) an internal struggle between what Scout is told and the truth she sees and understands; this partly comes from her innocence and partly from the prejudice she sees happening to the blacks in her community. (B) the trial of Tom Robinson
Brief Plot Summary: As she grows up, Scout is exposed to several examples of prejudice from the adults in her community.  The foremost example of this comes when her father takes on the case of a black man, Tom Robinson, accused of raping Mayella Ewell, daughter of Bob Ewell.  During the trial, it becomes apparent that Tom could not have raped Mayella, and that Mayella’s bruises, etc were probably caused by her own father.  However, the jury convicts Tom, and later, he is shot trying to escape prison.  Bob Ewell vows revenge on all those who made him look bad at the trial.  He tries to harm Jem and Scout as they walk home from a holiday pageant, but Boo Radley kills him and carries the wounded Jem home.  Later, Scout overcomes her own prejudices about Boo and walks him home.
Resolution: Scout learns to accept others, to “walk a mile in their shoes” before judging them
Symbols: Mockingbird
Remarkable events / images / other elements: Boo’s appearance to rescue Scout & Jem
Tags: Prejudice, Innocence, Courage, Tolerance, Integrity

Major Themes (What truths about life / human nature are revealed?): A) You must know someone and their experiences before you can judge them.  B) It takes courage to stand up to cultural norms that are inherently wrong. 
Famous Quotes: “It’s a sin to kill a mockingbird” (Atticus to Scout)
Any Notable Features of the Work?: Lee’s style of narration
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
