Night: Dialectical Journal

A dialectical journal is another name for a double-entry journal or reader-response journal. A dialectical journal is a journal that records a dialogue, or conversation, between the ideas in the text and the idea of the reader. 

Assignment: For tonight’s reading, find three quotations that jump out at you for whatever reason. You may be intrigued by certain statements the author makes or struck by the characters or the conflicts presented. Whatever the case, neatly write out or type these passages with citations in the left-hand column. In the right-hand column, explain why you find the passage so striking or significant. In your explanation, explore ideas such as connecting the text with your own experience, making connections with other texts you’ve read (or movies or artwork or music you’ve encountered), exploring ambiguities or challenging concepts of the text, or agreeing/disagreeing with the writer. 

For this particular text, you may want to think about the central conflicts, Elie’s character development and interactions with other characters, and the stylistics of Wiesel’s language. 

Be prepared to share and discuss your passages/response with the class. 
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
