3. Assonance: repetition of vowel sounds within a line of poetry.

4. Blank verse: unrhymed iambic pentameter

5. Character: a person who is responsible for the thoughts and actions within a story, poem, or other literature.

6. Colloquial speech: a manner of speaking that is characteristic of informal conversation.
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7. Conflict: clash of opposing forces

8. Connection: an association or suggestion

9. Context: getting meaning from surrounding words

10. Couplet: two successive lines of rhymed poetry

11. Epic: long story-poem

12. Fable: brief story in prose or verse to illustrate a truth or moral
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13. Metaphor: Figure of speech comparing without using like or as

34. Simile: Comparison between unlike things using like or as
