Bathroom Policy

Backstage Crew Policy 

Only students with Crew Certification will be able to sign up for stage crew jobs in upcoming performances at Spartan Hall. There will be a certification process to pass in order to be “Crew Certified”. This process consists of a paper exam, a practical exam, a student contract, and a grade check.

Jobs requiring certification include, but are not limited to: 

· Light Board Operator 

· Sound Board Operator

· Stage Manager 

· House Manager

· Backstage Crew 

This certification process includes a grade check. Students must have a B or higher in this class to join stage crew. Students with more than one F or D are ineligible to join stage crew.

Definitions

Work: Any activity, homework, quiz, or other graded assignment.  


(Examples: notebook checks, in-class activities, exit slips, mini-projects, etc.)

Tests & Quizzes: An assessment of the student’s knowledge of the material. Tends to be multiple-choice.

Practicum: As Stagecraft students, they will be asked to complete various tasks. Tasks may range from putting chairs away, building sets, sweeping, painting, etc.  Everyone should get at least one chance to help, if not more. Your grade will be a percentage out of 100 each grading period. Your practicum grade is dependent on: 

· Willingness to accept tasks asked of you. (agreeing to move chairs when asked)

· How well you complete your task.  (good paint job vs. a bad paint job)

· Decorum when not actively engaged in a task. (goofing around if there are not enough jobs at the time)

Class Conduct: Each grading period, students will receive 100 points in this category. This grade will reflect a student’s conduct in the classroom. This includes, but is not limited to: 

- following school rules (see handbook)

- following class rules (see class website)

- talking out of turn in class 

- language

- attention

- participation

- behavior

- material checks

Conduct Infractions will be recorded. Points are deducted based on frequency and severity of conduct infractions (1 – 5 points)
