Part I.  Compromise of 1850

1. Why was the Compromise of 1850 needed?  What compromise did it replace?

The Missouri Compromise was replaced because it  was no longer valid because of all the land the U.S. had acquired since 1820.  California wanted to enter as a state and again it would upset the balance of free and slave states
2. Who created the Compromise of 1850?

Henry Clay
3. What were the 5 terms/parts of the Compromise?

a. California enters as a free state

b. Texas gives up their land claims and in exchange the U.S. would pay Texas’ debt of $10 M to Mexico

c. The land Texas gives up would become the territories of Utah and New Mexico and would be allowed to decide on slavery with Popular sovereignty
Part II.  Differences between the North and South

1. Why did the South’s economy consist of mainly agriculture?

The climate and geography of the South made it ideal for agriculture. Mild winters, and heavy rainfall and the fertile land of the Atlantic Coastal plain made the South perfect for agriculture 
2. Describe the differences in the population of the North and South.
The South was made up of 1/3 slaves and Europeans.  Population 12Million in 1860

The North had a population of 31 Million.  They were mostly Irish, German and Northern Europeans.    
3. How is the transportation different in the North and South?
South had steamboats and railroads

North had a bigger railroad system, more roads and canals 
Part III.  Events leading to the American Civil War

1. What did John Brown do?

Led the raid on Harper’s Ferry.  Wanted to steal weapons and give them to slaves to help them start a rebellion.  He was caught by Robert E. Lee and hung for treason
2. Why did Harper’s Ferry cause more tension between the North and South? 
Some in the North saw John Brown as a hero, The South hated what he did.
3. What was the South’s reaction to Lincoln’s election?

Many in the South were outraged that he was elected and eventually the Southern states seceded
4. What happened at Fort Sumter?

The South attacked the North at the fort when the North refused to leave the fort, the Civil War began
5. Explain what caused Bleeding Kansas?

Under the Kansas-Nebraska Act, the people of Kansas would be allowed to vote on whether or not they would allow slavery.  Many Northerners and Southerners moved to Kansas to try and affect the voting.  This caused lots of tension in Kansas.  John Brown led a couple of violent outbreaks and 50 people died in Kansas because of the violence
Part IV.  Vocabulary

1. Secession:  The act of withdrawing from an organization, union, or especially a political entity
2. Confederacy:  The Southern states who seceded from the U.S.
3. Union:  Mainly the Northern states and other states who remained part of the U.S.
4. Popular Sovereignty:  Where the people have the right to decide if their state will be a slave or free state.  The belief that the issue will be decided by the will of the people
5. Compromise:  a settlement of differences by mutual agreement; an agreement reached by adjustment of opposing claims, principles.  Agreement usually involves something both sides will be happy with.
6. Sectionalism:  Loyalty to the interests of one's own region or section of the country, rather than the nation as a whole.  e.g.  South seceded because they were loyal to their own beliefs, not the beliefs of the U.S.  
7. Abolitionist:  Someone who wants to abolish, get rid of slavery
8. Pro-Slavery:  Someone who is for slavery
