3. Create a brochure that highlights the information that you collected on your career. Make sure to include the following.

· What type of work do people in this career perform?
· What is the current salary of this occupation?
· What are the working conditions? Inside/Outside? Office/Plant/Lab?
· What are the major job responsibilities?
· Is there a demand for this job in the future? Companies that this field would go into?
· What kind of education (college classes) is needed for this type of work?
· Provide a picture of an engineer working in this field.
