What:  A “heartmap” is a map of all the important things that are in your heart – all the things that really matter to you.

What It Looks Like:  Check out the example of my “heartmap”.  This is what I came up with.  Yours will look different because we are different people.  Your heart, however, must be at least the same size as mine.

How Do I Start? – BRAINSTORM!  Start by asking yourself the following questions.  Your answers are some of the things that belong in your heart.

1. What has really affected me in my life?

2. What people have been important to me for good and bad reasons?  Who has affected me?

3. What are some of the experiences or central events that I will NEVER forget?

4. What happy memories do I have?

5. What terrible or sad memories do I have?

6. What secrets have I kept in my heart?

7. What do I fear?

8. What small things or objects are important to me?

9. What are some of my favorites?

Points to Ponder:  

· What should I put at the center of my heart?  (most important)

· What should be on the edges?

· Should I create 2 hearts?  One for all things positive and the other for all things negative?  Or should I combine them all?

· How will I design my heart?  Will I use words or pictures or both?  Will I use different colors to represent different things?
