8. Fad or fashion trend(s)
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EXTRA CREDIT – Hall of Fame & Hall of Shame Speeches
1. Choose anyone from American History to induct into the APUSH Hall of Fame Class of 2014. You can nominate anyone that you choose: presidents, leaders, male or female or induct someone into the APUSH Hall of Shame Class of 2014.

2. Research your nominee and write a 2 to 3 page speech (typed Times New Roman 12 point font, double-spaced, normal margins) with the purpose of convincing the class to vote for your nominee.  You must need to be factually accurate but feel free to use your rhetorical devices and humor (especially for Hall of Shame). The written speech will be due by Thursday June 5th (no late work will be accepted).  You can earn up to 10 Extra Credit Points.
3. I will select the most impressive speeches, up to 5 nominees for both the Hall of Fame and Hall of Shame, for each period, and those nominees will give their speech to the class on Monday June 9th. Earn up to 5 Extra Credit points.

4. Each period will then vote for the winner in each category (it may require a runoff) 5 additional extra credit points.
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
