Article Analysis and Summary

(Check that it meets criteria for a valid source.  Skim over it before you print it.  Are there useful evidence?  Experts? )
1. What is the article’s central argument or thesis?  Sum it up in one complex or compound-complex sentence.  

2. How is the information in the article organized? What are its subtopics/parts?  Make a clear outline.

3. Highlight and label 5 or more of the evidence in the article that support the thesis.  (Expert testimony, statistics, anecdotes, studies, facts.)  Don’t just get evidence from the first page.  Spread it out to show you read deeply.  

4.     Write and type a summary (1 page) about your article.  First, clearly identify the title, author and thesis.  Summarize its main parts (based on outline) and discuss several of the key evidence.  Use MLA style for citing your source of information (put author’s last name and  page numbers in parenthesis at end of sentence, then add period.)  You must cite your sources even if you paraphrased the information.
