Orwell Essay #3

Despite the fact that Orwell wrote 1984 in 1948, many of the topics are still evident and increasingly relevant in our world today. Write an essay in which you compare and/or contrast THREE elements of the novel with THREE elements of today. Consider using the Topic Tracker Handout and writing about Part One. 

HW: Read or watch the news and make some literary/real world connections. You may print out articles and bring them to class to help you write concrete details. You may also take notes of quotes and/or news examples. Please make sure you have the sources written down!

Consider using the following format: 

Paragraph 1: General statement about topics. Connect topics to novel. Connect novel to today. THESIS: In the novel 1984, Orwell used (topics) to demonstrate (what about the world), which suggests (something debatable). 

Paragraphs 2-3-4: Topic Sentence. Sub Topic. Concrete Detail NOVEL. Commentary (say/mean/matter). Sub Topic. Concrete Detail WORLD. Commentary (say/mean/matter). Conclusion. 

Paragraph 5: Restate thesis in a new/thoughtful way. Summarize main points of each paragraph. Two-three sentences giving the reader something to consider—a note about the future, something introspective, a lesson, or “take it with you” tidbit to think about. 
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
