Respond to the following questions in a two-page response paper.  Take the time over our week-long break to think about these questions and to discuss them with the people around you.  I encourage you to take your own ideas and build them up after listening to the beliefs of the people around you (friends/family/neighbors).  Be sure to check your grammar and spelling.  The paper that you turn in to me should look like a published piece of writing.  I will be grading you on your ideas and content, your use of correct spelling and grammar, and support of your ideas.  Good luck.  I cannot wait to read what your ideas and opinions about this topic!

-Do you believe that it is possible for one person to change the world?  Why or why not?

-What do you believe needs to be changed in the world right now (big or small)?  Why?  What have you seen in your life that makes you think this?

-Did Akeelah believe that she could change the world?  How did you know?  What did she do?  Did her strategy work?

-What tools do you possess that could help you change the world?  Are there any skills that you do not have now that you think you will need to change the world?

-Do you believe that you (yes, you!) can change the world?  What will it take?

This response paper should all flow together (I do not want to see a bulleted or numbered list just answering these questions) You can combine some of the questions as long as you do provide answers to all of these somewhere in your paper.  If you do not want to combine the questions, you can address each question in a new paragraph and link it to the previous paragraph with a transitional word or phrase.
