Part 2: Presentation
Assignment:

· Identify a theme that connects to at least three readings from this year (one may be from last semester); briefly explain how the theme is expressed in the texts in question. Note: theme cannot be a single word, but must be expressed as a detailed, complex message ideally expressing a truth about the human condition.
· In small groups, choose a song, painting, film clip or other non-literary genre that connects thematically to the readings you’ve selected. Explain how the artwork you have chosen expresses a similar theme to that expressed in the readings—but differently. In other words, explain the commonality of theme, but also how the difference in genre affects the expression of this theme. 
· Finally, create your own song, film, skit, or other type of performance that again conveys the ideas/themes you’ve identified and discuss in your presentation.
Grading: 
· Content: Theme must be expressed as a message in a complete sentence not a single word. Make it interesting and thought-provoking. Don’t rely on clichés or hackneyed expressions. Try to synthesize the ideas discussed in different works throughout the semester and crystallize them into a “nugget of truth,” a larger idea about the world, humankind, history or society.

· Creativity: Use the senses and enhance your presentation by singing, performing, bringing in music, and adding visuals or realia to supplement the content.

· Presentation: Good posture, diction, eye contact; avoid words like “like” etc.; anticipate possible misunderstandings on the part of your audience; coordinate who speaks when--smooth delivery, well-coordinated, etc.
