Well-blended Quotations:

* You must blend the quotations into a sentence with your words, as shown in the following two examples:

Example 1: Every store has its own specific look, and retailers are “[supposed] to approach someone in the mall who…will look attractive in [their] store” (Greenhouse 6).

Example 2: When a company decides to hire “attractive people, [it’s] not necessarily illegal, but discriminating on the basis of age, sex, or ethnicity is” (Greenhouse 5).

Notice that you cannot “hear” the quotation in either of the examples?  That is the goal.  Observe that the writers used brackets to replace words that had the wrong verb form or pronoun. The first writer also used ellipses to shorten the quote where needed.  Both also use appropriate parenthetical citation and punctuation.  You are expected to do the same.
* Use quotations to support your ideas; do not use them in place of your ideas.  

* Avoid long quotations and stringing quotations together.  The essay should be 75% or more YOUR words, 25% or less others’ words (quotations)
