Requirements:

3. Presentation should contain the following…

a. Name of invention

b. Name of inventor

c. Date invented

d. Clear description of how the invention works

e. Clear explanation of how the invention impacted America

f. Whether or not the invention is still used today

4. Presentation must keep the attention of the audience

5. Speaker must speak with appropriate tone, volume, and eye contact

6. Presentation must be 2 minutes long.  Speakers will remain standing until the 2 minute time limit is up.

7. Power points are not required, but recommended.  Please test your power point on Mrs. Nakachi’s laptop at least a day before presentation to make sure it is compatible.  Save your files as PowerPoint 2003!  I will not allow you to do your presentation at a later time if your PowerPoint is not compatible.  To prevent possible problems, do not bring your laptop to school!
